Jap Diet Gives
Premier Suzuki
Dictatorial Power

SAN FRANCISCO, June II
(UP) The Japanese house of
representatives Monday night
(Tokyo time) passed a wartime
emergency bill granting virtual
dictatorial power to Premier
Baron Kantaro Suzuki and sur-

rendering most of the diet's pow-
ers prerogatives.

The bill now goes to the house
of peers for final action.

Tokyo radio, recorded by Unit-
ed Press, San Francisco, said it
is ltlieved the upper house will
approve the bill in the same form
it was passed by the lower house.

WASHINGTON, Juno II (UP)
