NEW YORK, June 14 (UP)
Strength In rails and demand for
sugar shares and special issues
lifted the general list of stocks
today to a new high for more
than seven years. Trading was
at the most active pace since
early May.

Scntiincnt was bolstered by a
number of favorable Items, In-

cluding a rise in car loadings to
a new high since last Oct. 28.

The railroad group climbed to
the highest peak in more than
eight years. Sugars as a group
have responded recently to indi-

cations that producers may get
more money as a result of cur-

rent negotiations for the 1946 Cu-

ban crop.
Steels showed some improve-

ment. Airline shares were up
moderately.

Britain Makes New
Bid to Bring End
To Strife in India

Bv HAROLD GUARD
LONDON, June 14 (UP)

Britain, in a sweeping bid to end
political strife in India, an-

nounced today that congress par-
ty leaders are being released
from internment and proposed
to turn over the viceroy's execu-
tive council to the Indians ex-

cept for a single post.
The conciliatory British moves

were disclosed by introduction in
commons of a white paper on
tho Indian situation by Leopold
S. Amery, secretary of state for
India.

Observers view the proposals
as Britain's nearest appioach to
Indian aspirations and demands
for a national government since
Sir Stafford Cripps failed In his
mission to India three years ago.

Amery told the house that
Field Marshal Lord Wavell, vice-

roy of India, recently received
the covernment's authority to trv
to effect a complete Indianization
of his executive council.

War Post is Reiainad
The only exception to Indian

membership of the council, ac-

cording to the proposal, would be
ictcntion of the war minister's
portfolio by Gen. Sir. Claude
Auchlnleck.

Amery announced that Puntllg
Jawahai lal Nehru, congress lead-

er; Maulana Abui Kalam Azad,
president of the parly; and oth-
ers interned when a Japanese
invasion of India threatened will
now te released.

Mohandas K. Gandhi, the guid-
ing spirit of the party, has been
at liberty since the middle of last
year. As the accepted leader of
the parly, he will be invited by
Wavell to a conference to be at-

tended by other party chieftains,
and, premiers and former pre
miers of Indian provinces to dis-

cuss proposals and1 empanel a
new council.

Gandhi was believed favorably
inclined toward Wavell's invita-
tion.
