Feeders are sneouraged 1o feed
mare  cattle, Inbluding those he
puichases o8 well ui those he
lalses, t good and choiee Rradas
under the new. prageam. The
method of payment s simiblar to
the dairy payment program ulso
handled through the counily AAA
office, aecording to eounty AAA
chairmun E: H. DeLong,

The beef eattle production pay-
ment amounts to 50 cents per
hundredwoeight on goad or cholee
animals weighing 800 pounds or
more and selling for at least (he
Mminlmum  stabilization price,
Which for sales in this cuunty Is
$14.05,

The payment is availuble to g
feeders, including  slaughterery
Who alse are foeders, provided
thelr pattle meet the program re-
quiremunts,

To be eligible, o feeder must
Carlify on his application (1) thit
he owned the coltlp ot least 40
doys before their sule, (2) that
the edttle weighed at least o
pounds when sold, (39) thot the
cattle brought not less thon $14.-
U5, und () that the cottle wepe
sold tor slaughter to an author-
leed Sluughterer,

An authovized slaughtorer s
iny sliughterer who operatos un-
derr federal inspection or under
an OPA permit at the time he
slaughters the feeder cattle on
which the payment' has  been
macle,

A fecddr-slaughterer is eligiblo
Lo reeeive payment provided pay-
Fient had not ‘previously  been
mudie on his cuttle. He may olso
reeeive  puyment on eattle  he
raised provided they are eligible
under the program,

A feeddr other thun o feeder-
sluughterer must present  soles
receipts, involees, seale tickets, o
other wrilten evidence from the
buyer to verify date of sile, the
name of the buyer, the point ol
wale, the number of head, the
totid Hvevydghe, the price re-
ceived, and the nime of the legnl
Iy nuthoprized  slatghterer Lo
whom sold.
