June 3 at Martinez. When the
marriages were discovered, the
army returned their husbands to
prisoner-of-w- status and sent
them to Arizona.

The soldiers, Guiscppe Berto-

lotti, 24, Maurizio Scorza, 22, and
Frederico Mazzoncini, 23, were
brought to the United States as
prisoners of war. They were
later granted
status" and were members of the
24th Italian quartermaster group.
They met their wives on loaves
from their camp.

The girls called for an investi-
gation of "many more secret
marriages between American
girls and former Italian prisoners
of war."

arate us," said Mrs. Scorza. "If
they don't want the boys to get
married, they shouldn't let them
go out to dances and parties like
they do. They're young and good

bay, the pilot turned hs riddled
bomber into a suicide ship.

In a matter of seconds the
Brown Victory was a scene of
desolation. The ship's mast and
booms were sheared off, and
every part of the vessel was
smothorod by shrapr(l, killing
four men and wounding 20.
