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Yatican Declares
Not Anti-Russian,
Seeking ‘Freedom’

VATICAN CITY, July 21 (UP)
—A high Vatican source said to-
doy the Vatican s not pursuing
an anti-Russian policy bul only
desires a minimum of religious
liberty and permission for Cath-
olic clergymen to cammunicate
freely with the Holy See,

These quarters said It appeared
Russia is willing 1o agree tol the
teligious liberty minimum but it
“lukewarm” om the subject of
free communicutions with the
pope. This, It was sald, stems
from a Russian belief the Vati-
can is its political adversary.

The Vatican gource said this
Rusgian belief was behind recent
attacks on the WVatican by the
Soviet press and radio. Other
Vatichn guarters, however, re.
gerded the attacks as more in
the: nature of trial balloons.

The Valcan 18 now carrying
on intense diplomatic asetivity de-
signed to dissipate Soviet fears
of the church's political inten-
tions. The Holy See will soon
publish a stulement disclaiming
intentions of backing the restor-
otion of old regimes such as that
of the Hapsburgs In Austria.
Negotiations are now underway
to resumc* diplomatic relutions
with Czechoslovakin,
