Deal Made At
Yalta Talks

WASHINGTON, July 23 (UP)
Some senators charged, today

the American people "apparently
are bound by agreemehts mado
without their knowledge" follow-

ing reports of a secret pact at the
Yalta conference to exact $20,000,.
000,000 in reparations from Ger-

many, with Russia receiving half
the total.

Sen. Harln J. Bushfield, R., S.
D. said ha wondered "when we're
going to get through with secret
agreements"

The purported secret agree
ment was reported yesterday by
Bei t Andrews, chief of the New
York Herald Tribune's Washing-
ton bureau. He said it was de-

termined at the Yalta conference
"in great detail" exactly how
much reparations would be paid
by Germany and what part ot
it would go to each of the big
three nations.

The late President Roosevelt,
Prime Minister Winston Church-
ill and Premier Josef Stalin
"agreed to exact 20 billion dol-
lars in reparations from Germany
in five years," Andrews said.

"The agreement was Russia
Would get 50 percent, the United
States 20 percent, Great Britain
20 percent and the minor victims
of Nazi aggression in Europe, 10

percent.
