Farm Prices Top
Parity But Wage
Level Higher

United States general level of
prices being received by farms is
approximately 13 percent above
"parity," with farm wage rates
omitted from the formula, accord-

ing to the Oregon State college
weekly review of farm market,
price, and outlook information.
The picture is quite different,
however, when farm wage rates
are considered in addition to com-
modities farmers buy, taxes, and
interest.

The national index shows farm
wages 200 percent higher than the

9 average, while the fig-
ures for Oregon indicate 325 per-
cent above that. In sharp contrast,
the national index of prices paid
by farmers for commodities, in-

terest, and taxes is only 35 per-
cent above the 1935-193- 9 level.

As of July 1, farm wage rates
in Oregon and generally through-
out the nation were 10 percent
higher than a year ago. The

average increase in the in-

dex of prices paid for commodi
ties, interest, and taxes was only
about 2 percent over a year ago.
The combination of wage rates
and other costs practically offsets
the average advance of 7 percent
above a year ago in the general
level of prices received by farm-
ers.

At mid-Jun- e this year United
States average farm prices for
some of the farm products pro-
duced in Oregon were as follows
in relation to "parity," as now
calculated: Wheat 98 percent, oats
98, barley 91, hay 77, potatoes
144, hogs 112, beef cattlfe 138,
veal calves 118, lambs 132, wool
132, milk cows 137, butterfat 120,
milk at wholesale 123, turkeys
134, chickens 140, eggs 112, horses
28, alfalfa seed 165, red clover
seed 107. Alaska clover seed 121,
apples 163.

Gasoline Use In
Oregon Increases

SALEM, Aug. 2 (UP) Gaso-
line consumption in Oregon dur-

ing the first half of 1945 was 5
percent higher than during the
same period last year, the state
department said today.

Taxes on the 114,928,046 gal-
lons used amounted to $5,746,402,
about $300,000 mo' than last
year. Gasoline consumption dur
ing June jumped to 15 percent
more than for June 1944, the de
partment said.
