Breathing Space
M. G. Breuner, assistant super-

intendent of this division of the
Union Pacific Railroad company,
declared the railroads expect,
peace or no peace, to handle an
unusually heavy volume for the
next few weeks.

Complete modernization of its
plant and extension of its lines

The
Eastern Oregon Light and Power
company also contemplates and
has plans for extension and mod- -

rnization of its facilities
throughout.

Agriculture in the valley has
lready increased its diversifica

tion during the war time, not-

ably in peas and in seed grasses.

It was
the first time, with the exception
of a few government and military
officials and members of the
royal family, that any Japanese
had heard the voice of the em
peror.

Dispatches from Guam said
captured Japanese officers who
listened to the broadcast on Oki
nawa believed there was no doubt
the emperor made the broadcast
in person.

FIRST OF EXPECTED
WAVE OF SUICIDES

SAN FRANCISCO, Aug. 15

(UP) The Japanese cabinet re-

signed today and one member al-

ready has committed hara-ki- ri in
the first of what may become a
wave ,ot suicides among- - Japan's
beaten war lords.

The official Japanese Domei
news agency said war minister
Gen. Korechika Anami, 58. took
his life at his official residence
to "atone for his failure."

Domei said Premier Kantaro
Suzuki tendered the resignation
of his cabinet. Japan's surrender
required a new cabinet of men
"with fresh ideas," Tokyo said.

Suzuki presented the resigna-
tions personally to the emperor.
Hirohilo accepted the resigna-
tions, but askeel Suzuki to remain
in office.

Disclosure of Anami's suicide
touched off speculation that oth-
er members of the Suzuki and
pas', cabinets similarly would
"ateme for their failure" to win
the war, '

Another former premier, Gen.
Hideki Tojo, one of the chief in-

stigators of the Pearl Harbor at-

tack also may choose suicide.
Tojo is expected to be named by
the allies arriong Japan's leading
war criminals.

Domei gave no details of Ana-mi- 's

suicide, but there seemed
little doubt that he followed the
anicent custom of plunging a dag-
ger into the left side of his stom-
ach, drawing it lo tho right and
turning it upward.
