In the Old Oregon League,
six teams will play for
three spots Saturday at
La Grande High School.
Powder Valley and Joseph
have hyes to the semifinals.
Wallowa meets Cove in one
quarterfinal match, while
Imbler faces Griswold in the
other. The Wallowa-Cove
winner faces Powder Valley
in the semis for one auto-
matic berth and a spot in
the district title match, and
the Imbler-Griswold winner
meets Joseph in the other
semifinal match. The semifi-
nal winners play for the first
and second seed to state. The
losers play for the third seed
to state and the final state
berth. No at-large bids are
given out. The tournament
begins at 9 a.m. Oct. 20.
Soccer

The La Grande girls and
boys are locked into their
playoff spots. The Tiger girls
are first in the GOL and will
host a first-round playoff
game on Halloween. The
La Grande boys are sec-
ond in the league and will
play a first-round game
Oct. 30. Where is still up in
the air, and the outcome of
Saturday’s contest against
Ontario could have major
implications on whether La
Grande can possibly snag a
first-round home game.
Cross Country

Several of the top teams
and runners in the state
reside in Northeast Or-
egon. All four teams in

this area — La Grande,
Enterprise, Union/Cove

and Elgin — run their final
meet Thursday in Pendleton
before heading off to their
respective district meets. On
Oct. 26, La Grande heads to
Ontario, while Enterprise,
Union/Cove and Elgin run in
Pendleton.

The top two teams from
the GOL on both the boys
and girls side qualify for
state, and La Grande is on
pace to do so on both sides.
A hypothetical meet score
on athletic.net based on
runners’ tops times has
the LHS girls first in the
district, and the Tiger boys
second.

It gets a bit trickier for the
Union/Cove and Enterprise
girls. Only two teams from
3A/2A/1A Special District
3 qualify for state. That
district not only includes
the Bobcats and Outlaws,
but also Burns, who is the
top-ranked girls team in the
state. Keep in mind, Enter-
prise is the defending state
champion and a perennial
state contender, as is Union/
Cove. Unless both can upend
the high-ranked Hilanders,
one will not make it to
Eugene for state in early
November.

On the boys side, Union/
Cove, the defending state
champion, will be near the
top again at state, provided
they get through the 2A/1A
SD3 meet. Class 3A is split
off from 2A/1A on the boys
side, which means Enter-
prise’s freshmen-laden team
will be running in that race.
