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LA GRANDE — The strength of the 
Eastern Oregon University men’s wrestling 
team in duals the past three seasons has 
been at the lower weights. 

On Friday, it was the middle and upper 
weights that triggered a key four-match 
winning streak to lift the Mountaineers to a 
22-15 victory over rival Southern Oregon at 
Quinn Coliseum.

“After the break (following the 157-pound 
match) they bounced back. They saw we were 
losing, (and) our upper weights went out there 
and battled,” head coach Dustyn Azure said. 
“We wanted to get out there and put on a 
show for our crowd, and we had a great crowd 
tonight. It was probably one of our best ones.”

Eastern trailed 12-6 at the midway point 
of the dual after a pair of wins by SOU’s 
Matt Peterson at 149 pounds and Jeremy 
Talavera at 157, who earned a 6-3 decision 
and 6-2 decision over Jared Brant and Jesse 
Camacho, respectively.

The dual turned during Josh Pine’s 
match at 165 pounds against Nick Peterson. 
He used two near falls in the first round 
to build a 6-0 lead, then took control with 
a four-point near fall in the third to take a 
10-2 lead on his way to an 11-3 major deci-
sion.

“He didn’t come away with a pin, but he 
got a full match, which was important. It 
was fun to see him go out there and see 
what he could do,” Azure said of Pine.

Keegan Mulhill followed with a domi-
nant effort at 174 pounds, wearing down 
Fabian Miranda-Walls on the way to a 19-4 
technical fall that gave EOU a 15-12 lead. 
In the match, Mulhill, who scored seven 
takedowns — including five in the final 
round — built an 8-0 lead after two rounds 
and finished the match with a takedown 
from a neutral position in the final seven 

seconds to increase the margin of victory to 
a technical fall. 

Mulhill’s third-period domination showed 
one of the strengths of team — fitness.

“Something we also pride ourselves on 
is our conditioning,” Azure said. “Get them 
into the third period, we want to be the ones 
who are being the first to the line, first one 
wrestling when the whistle blows and the 
last one wrestling. We need to continue to 
build on that.” 

Marco Retano (184) and Ryan Redford 
(197) followed with an 8-4 decision and a 9-1 
major decision, respectively, in consecutive 
matches to extend the Mountaineers’ lead 
to an insurmountable 22-12 with one match 
to go.

The Mountaineers’ other wins on the 
night came from Monte Zufelt, who had a 
10-7 decision over Beau Shatto at 133, and 
Blake McNall, who eked out a 3-0 win over 
Justin Coon at 141. In all, EOU won six of 
the 10 matches.

“The last three years our little guys have 
carried the team a little bit,” McNall said. 
“The upper weights stepped up. (We have) 
way more depth. The guys we got are a lot 
better, tougher, and I think our team is on 
the same page. We go in the room each day 
and work our butts off.”

Hunter Nees dropped a match by fall at 
125 and Cade Woodward held his own at 
285 before dropping a 5-3 decision to Tanner 
Clark.

The victory was the second of the day 
for Eastern, which earlier Friday defeated 
Umpqua Community College 33-9.

EOU won five of the eight contested 
matches and added two wins by forfeit in 
the Umpqua matchup. Pine and Redford 
needed just 2:27 between them to earn 
a pair of first-round pins. McNall (5-0), 
Camacho (7-6) and Retano (8-4) each added 
victories by decision.

LA GRANDE — The 
Eastern Oregon University 
men’s basketball team is 
looking to shore up the 
defensive side of the ball 
before it heads into Cascade 
Collegiate Conference play.

The Mountaineers were 
successful in that endeavor 
over the weekend, holding 
down Northwest Indian 
College’s offensive attack in 
a pair of contests at Quinn 
Coliseum, 120-42 Friday 
and 109-61 Saturday.

“We tried to work on 
consistency and just playing 
hard,” head coach Carlito 
Labarda Jr. said. “We are 
tweaking a lot of stuff on 
defense. We did a lot better 
job in the second half (of 
Friday’s game), only giving 
up nine points. Our defense 
has got to get better.”

The second half of Friday 
night’s win was when EOU 
clamped down, holding 
NWIC to just the nine points, 
and only two points in the 
final 14:52 as EOU ended the 
game on a 47-2 run.

“I told the guys they gotta 
trust their teammates on 
dribble-drive,” Labarda said. 
“We did a better job of com-
ing out and closing out all 
the way, and if they do get 
beat they gotta trust their 
teammates that they’re go-
ing to have help. They got it 
going defensively.”

NWIC, which hit 50% of 
its first-half 3-pointers, was 
limited to just a 1-for-13 ef-
fort from deep in the second 
half and 3-for-32 overall 
after the break as EOU 
turned what was already a 
lopsided affair at the half, 
60-33, into a beatdown.

“Other teams are shoot-
ing well against us from the 
3-point line,” guard Zane 
Wright said. “In the second 
half our goal was no 3s, and 
they only hit one.”

The Mountaineers, who 
had five players in double 
figures on Friday, never 
trailed and were never 
threatened. Wright, who led 
all scorers with 26 points, 
triggered a 19-0 run with a 
3-pointer that ended with 
EOU up 25-3 after Jus-
tin Jeske’s layup. NWIC 

responded with the next 11 
points to get within 11 on 
Samuel Marqueda’s trey 
but never cut the margin 
back to single digits. In fact, 
the lead never fell below 20 
after a free-throw by Wright 
made it 43-23 with 6:10 to 
play in the first half.

Wright’s scoring effort 
came on a night that saw 
him shoot 7-for-11 from 
3-point range, while the rest 
of the team went 5-for-21. 
Overall, EOU shot 57% 
(51-for-89) and had a stun-
ning 70-24 advantage in 
rebounds.

Jarek Schetzle added 19 
points on 8-for-9 shooting 
and had a game-high 13 
rebounds, while Jeske had 
17 points and 12 boards. 
Max McCullough (18 points) 
and Andreas Brown (12) 
also reached double figures 
in scoring.

“We have Jarek, (and) 
night in, night out he’s going 
to score so people are going 
to focus on him,” Wright 
said. “We got a bunch of 
shooters, and versatile guys 
in the middle that play.”

Eastern wasn’t as domi-
nant Saturday, leading just 
50-36 at the half after allow-

ing NWIC to end on an 11-0 
run, but was never threat-
ened as it again held NWIC 
down from 3-point range in 
the second half — this time 
1-for-8 — to pull away.

A day after using a 19-0 
run to break the game 
open early, Eastern had an 
18-point burst — capped by 
a dunk from Schetzle and 
a McCullough layup — for 
a 24-3 lead. EOU’s lead 
reached as much as 42-16 
in the first half on Brandon 
Porter’s layup.

Eastern broke the game 
wide open in the second half 
with a 22-3 run — which 
Schetzle ended with another 
dunk — for an 83-50 lead. 
The margin reached as 
much as 46 points in the 
second half.

Schetzle had 28 points 
and 12 rebounds for EOU. 
McCullough also had a dou-
ble-double, finishing with 
22 points and 10 rebounds, 
plus adding seven assists. 
Preston Chandler added 18 
points as 10 players scored 
for EOU, which shot 51%.

Eastern (5-2 overall) is off 
until Dec. 6 when it hosts 
Multnomah to begin CCC 
play.
