Her
innumerable successes often went
uncelebrated in the past until she
changed the normative ideas about
women in leadership.”

In 2012, when she was awarded
the Presidential Medal of Freedom
by President Obama, he acknowl-
edged the fact that Dolores coined
the famous phrase “Si, se puede!
(Yes, we can!)”

The ensemble cast, which in-
cludes Aurora Hernandez as Dolo-
res, Ajai Terrazas Tripathi as Bob-
by Kennedy and Fred Ross, Pedro
Adan Dominguez as Cesar Chavez
and Tricia Castaneda Guevara as
The Eagle and Gloria Steinem, also
play dozens of other characters in
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this fast-paced, sometimes irrever-
ent retelling of the history of the
UFW and its co-founders Dolores
Huerta and Cesar Chavez.

Susana Jacobo joins the cast as
La Musica, to provide traditional
folk songs for the marches and
movements.
