Sherman called attention to a mla--
fatementin an-uen-t speech of Senator

vlnte of Caafomta, quoting from the.
Bankers' Magazine us to the coinage act
of 1878. There was no such statement
in the Bankers' Magazine, he snid, and
tho whole statement was a manufac-
tured lio from beginning to end. It was
worse than forgery, and the absolute
fabrication was branded with the brand
of infamy.

White of Cali-
fornia fciiid he had taken the extract
from a work written by a very promi-
nent Republican, and had not himself
examined the Bunt. era' Magazine. If
the extract was not correct he would
omit it from the later edition of his
speech. The silvur repeal bill was then
taken up.

Morgan reported a bill from the for-

Butler of
South Carolina opposed the repeid of the
silver purchase act. Ke defended tho
pnvident, who, he said, had not at- -

tempted to use his influence to control
legislation. Blackburn of Kentucky also
oppositd repi-al-

rial positions were considered in execu-
tive session. Hill criticized the presi-
dent, saying the home rule plank in tho
Democratic platform had been violated,
Friemls of the president held that the
appointments were of a national char-
acter..

Friday. Oct. 6.
Blackburn introduced a substitute re-

peal aineudnieut to the repeal bill, pro-
viding for free coinage of American sil-

ver. Peffer's resolution creating a select
committee to inquire wliat legislation
may be necessary to improve the bank-

ing rystem was referred to the finance
'committee. Speeches were made on the
repeal bill.

Saturday. Oct. 8.
Yoorhees stated that on Wednesday

he wonld ask the seuate to sit in con-

tinuous session until a vote was taken
on the rejwal bill. .Peffer introduced
by request a bill providing for the coin-

age of all the gold and silver in the
treasury and nil that will be offered,
and the Lssuing enongh paper money
to briug the volume of currency to
(u.OOn.Gn0.0O). Of this f600.XXl.f00 are
to be distributed in tho states and terri-
tories pro rata, according to the popula-
tion, to be expended in public improve-
ments. The bill further provides that
all citizens of the United Slates offering
their labor le uuder condi-
tions of the bill. Peffer said he did not
consider the country ripe for such legis-
