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B STORM I
CALITORNIA

Sax Faaxzersco, Feb, 26 —One of
the heaviest southwest ftorms that
hau been experienced in many years
struck this city this morning. The
wind attained great velocity, blow-
ing 45 miles an hour in the city,
while at Pcint Reyes it reached 60
miles at 7:80 o'clock. Ships drag-
ged their aunchors, or broke their
moorings at their docks; a fishing
boat was capsized; telephone snd
eleotric light wires wers down, ard
awnings, shade trees and fenc:s
were wrecked and pedestrains were
greatly inconvenienced. Telegra-
phic communieation with the out-
gide world was cut offt

The full force of the storm was
felt on the bay, and the bar was &0
rough that vessele wers unable to
leave port, North of the ferries,
orafts of all sorts were tossed about
like egg shells. The violent eouth
wind stirred the bay into a rolling,
tempestoova sea, against which an-
chora were almost futile, Swell
aflter swell, each apparently heayier
than the one preceeding, pounded
the vessels from the southerly direc-
tion, and sent them drifting in dan:
gerous proximity to one another;
drove them close to the piers and to
the islands, and kept the towhoate
busily e gaged in preventing dis-
aster,

The transport Solace, wi'h no-
thing bul 300 lons of coal to keep
her down, broke from Ler anchor-
age off Beale street and careers’
about the bay like a drunken sailor.
The transports Hancock and Rose
crang, which arrived fronr Manilla
last night, remain=d in the stream
No effort was made to land their
pissengers.

The Weather Bureau made the
following statenent:

YAt 5 A. M. the pressure at Neah
Bay was 20 inches, which is the
lowest recorded this year, The
pressure as far south as  Roseburg,
Ore., was 20,10, thus showing that
over 400 milz, nlong the Northern
Coast, a pressure seldom indicated
on the barometric map.

The lowest pressure previously

recorded at the Weather Bureau
was 31 yearsago, n pressure of 29.10
inches being recorded on February
22,1871, Toduay's recorded pres-
sure is barely an inch more than
that at the time of the Galveston
#iorm, a year ago. The pressureat
that time waz 28 48, which is the
lowest ever recorded in the United
States,
“The wind at 9:45 thie morning
was blowing at the rate of 44 milis
an hour, and the d rection was
irom the southeast. The storm
will extend over the entire country
wezt of the Rocky Mountains.
