plishment wns his uent, Howlng. olerklj
linndwrltliiK, but ho know nothing ol
science, of any kind of serious litera-

ture, and as ho had never thought ot
punctuation before ho burst on tht
world as nn author left It always to

tho proofreader. Like Ktvsslul, It
Dumas lutil not been tho author ol
"Moiite-ChrlBto- " anil other novels thai
brought him each a fortune (which he

spent as soon as ho matte), ho might
have been a grout rook.
