Sandstorms.
Sand and dust whirls occur In arid

regions In hot weather. They may
be anywhere from a rod to several
rods in diameter and from twenty to
a thousand feet high. They are some-
times compound, a score or more small
whirls forming a whirling circle around
a common center. They are very com-
mon in India. They sometimes carry
up so much sand in the Babara and
Arabia that those on whom the sand
falls are overwhelmed. They occur
also In tbe arid regions of tho United
States.

In the Magdalena valley, across tbe
mountains westward from Socorro, in
New Mexico, during a hot day in sum-
mer they form at the head of a valley
in a long, slender, vertical column
perhaps GOO feet high and then travel
down the valley toward the village of
Magdnlenn, over which they burst
sometimes, bringing little puffs or con
trary winds and a shower of flue dust.
In some places a group of stationary
whirls of the same general charaCe;

Such are the whirls which form
sometimes over volcanoon.

DlBfter Thuti the Sun.
A minute parallax or about

of a second of arc found for
Arcturus by Dr. Elltln gives n most
astounding result This small parallax
Implies u distance from the earth equal
to about 12,000.000 times the sun's dis:
tance. This vast distance would pro-

duce a diminution of light of about
3511 magnitudes, so that the sun placed
at the distance of Arcturus would be
reduced to a star of only 0 magni-
tude! It would not bo visible with an
opera glass! Arcturus is therefore In
round numbers 0'j magnitudes, or over
6,000 times brighter than the sun
would be at tho sumo distance. .As-

suming tbe sama density and bright-
ness of surface as the sun, the diame-
ter of Arcturus would therefore be
about Bovcnty-nin- e times the sun's di-

ameter, or over 08,000,000 miles, and
its mass about 000,000 times the musa
of the sun flgureB well calculated to
