ARCHBISHOP VACATES HIS PAL.
ACE TO ACCEPT HOHPITALITT

OP CONSERVATIVE LEADER.

Parla, Dec. IS. Cardinal Richard,
Archbishop of Paris, today volua
tarlly vacated tbe episcopal palaea
and temporarily accepted the hospi
tality of Denys Cachln, the Conserva
tive Deputy, at the latter'a residence
In the Rue de Baby lone. The depar-
ture of the primate waa the occasion
for an Imposing manifestation on the
part of the majority of the bishops
and priests of Paris, many members
of the nobility and about 4,000 men,
women and children.

The gathering completely blocked
tbe atreet In front of the Episcopal
Palace, and those present Bang the
credo and other canticles aa the car-

dinal waa assisted Into his carriage
by the coadjutor archbishop. Mgr.
Amlette and his two vicars general.
The crowd knelt and chanted aa the
cardinal aeated .himself In the
vehicle. The venerable prelate, who
was much affected, then arose and
blessed the multitude.

A number of young Catholics
thereupon approached the carriage,
detached the horaea and with diff-

iculty dragged it through the dense
masses of people lining the streets.
On all sides were heard cries of
"Long live Plux X," and "Long live
the car inal."

About ot an hour
were- consumed In pulling the car-

riage from the palace to the resi-
dence of M. Cochin, a distance ot
about one mile. Detcbmenta of
mounted Republican Guards pre-
ceded and followed the procession In
order to prevent any possible dis-

order, but there was not the slightest
attempt on the part of the crowda to
make any counter manifestation.

The clerical crowd subsequently
followed Mgr. Amiotte to the Church
of St. Francla Xavior. where the co-

adjutor celeorated a renedictlor.
service at the end of which he
thanked those present for th? senti-
ments they had manifested and ex-

horted tnem t presovere in their at-

titude In defense lor the rightt of the
Church.

CHE for disease rucked aud
wTccfced human beings, but for

doga, horses, birds and dolls. And why
not? Dons have ailments as wc'J as
other folks in fact, rather more so.

They lose their hair, their eyes, their
teeth, their .muds, their leg, their saw
dust and even their complexions and
beads. Small boys delight In crippling
and lull ilng them, rockers smash
them, big folks step on them Tbis
U a hard world for dolls.

So t!ie doll hospitals flourish. Most

large cities support one. Doll surgery
bas become a science. The poor things
do not have to take medicine, fortu
nately, except paint applied externally
and sawdust Internally, so that a phar
macopoeia Is not required In doll doc-

toring. The operations are all surgical.
