In the at-
tie of my house 23 feet from
the ground, I have a 400 gal-
lon galvanized tank, I have
a double acting Maud 8.
force pump connected to a
one-fourth horse-power elec-
tric motor, the motor con-
nected to city wires,the same
that light my dwelling. This
outfit cost,ountside of the well
less than $100. By keeping
tab on the cost of running I
fill my 400 gallon tank in 20
minutes,or I get 1925 gailons
of water for 10 cents worth
of electricity and get pure
water. My range, tank, sink

lavatories and bath are con-
nected with the 400 gallon
tand, which is much cheaper
than city water.
