Tbe side ot tbe bouse was
torn completely out, hardly a atlck
of. tbe bed remained, and fragment
of wood were scattered over thet
neighborhood.

REFUSES TO SEEK PARDOif.

Orchard Prefer to Pay Penalt oa
che Scaffold.

Boise, Idaho, Maroh 10. la order
to take up for consideration the mat-
ter of remitting tbe sentence of

death pronounced upon Harry Orch-

ard, tbe murderer of
Frank Steunenberg, It will be neoea-sar- y

that an application for such
clemency be filed with the State
Board of Pardons.

Tbe Attorney General has given
an opinion that under the laws of
Idaho the pardon board cannot act
upon Judge Wood's recommendation
alone, that an application must be
made to It In Orchard's behalf. Frank
T. Wymsn. Orchard's attorney by
virtue of appointment by the court,
visited Orchard In the penitentiary
and explained the situation, aud
urged him to make such application
and agree to appear before the par-

don board In person. Orchard em-

phatically refused to do so. Ho said
that he had committed the crime and
felt that be should pay tbe full pen-

alty.
"If no one else will make tbe

proper application to the board I
will make It myself. It will be my

duty as Orchard's attorney," said
Mr. Wyman.

Miners Will Quit Work on April 1st,
Indianapolis, Ind., March 31.

The Union miners of the Fields Com

pany will lay down picks and shovels
tomorrow night. Almost 250,000 of
them will stop work In Western
Pennsylvania, Missouri, Iowa, Kan
sas, Arkansna, Texas and probably
Indiana, Michigan, West Virginia,
and Kentucky.

Technically the miners will not go
out on strike, but In reality they
stop work beoause tho operators, ex

cept In Indiana and Illinois, show no
real Intention of meeting and treat-

ing with them, though no question
of wages or principle Is at stako.

ton, yesterday. Th murder was

brutal, with robbery as tho objert.
Doth safes, the local and the through
safes, were ransacked and at least
$1,000 ta money and some jewelry
taken. The amount the robbers se-

cured Is not known.
Tho dead body of Messenger Bailey

was found when the train reached
Newton. It was stretched on the
floor of the ear. the bond beaten to
a pulp and lying In a pool of blood.
The back of the skull was crushed
and the end of the car where It was
lying was spatteded with blood. The
blood spatters reached to the cell-

ing.
Thoro was no evidence of any

struggle, the Indentions pointing to
the commission of the murder while
the messengor was asleep before he
could offor resistance, italley was
seen aMre at Strong City. At y

The onstom of the messonger has
been to go to sleop aftor leaving
Floxonoo nod It 1s poeslblo that he
did thJa Aftor being struck while
sloepIoA, and rendered unoonscloiu,
his body rolled to the floor, and the
robbof, aftcs boating him on the
head, ooverod K with the dead man's
coat. One blow was struck at the
man's face with some sharp Instru-

ment, apparently a hatchet, which
broko tho Jaw bone. From the dead
man's poo bote the keys wore removed
and the safos ransacked. Then tho
keys wore pat back Into l.alley's
overcoat, the coat folded and put in
his grip, where K was found later.
