JAPANESE IN BAD WAY,

VICTORIA, B. C., Aug, 11.—That
Japan, ln the space of a few years,
will find herself ousted from China
s the result of o quiet, but persist-
ent, boyeott and intrigue, and her
trade with that country Irretrievably
lost, s the opinion of T. W, Kings-
mill of Shanghal, a recent arrival
from the Orlent.

Mr. Kingsmill is an authority on
matters Oriental, having been con-
nected with the promotion of the
harbor, rallroad and minlog schemes
In Chios durlng the past 47 years.
Mr. Kingsmill has written a num-
ber of books on historical subjects
and the antiguities of Chins, and Is
well posted on all matters pertaln-
Ing to the flowery kingdom.

“The Japanese have by their con-
summate coneelt, cansed themselves
to be disliked and desplsed by the
Chinese,” sald Mr. Kingsmill. “They
hauve been babaving badly in  the
Manchurian troubles and they have
grown so concelted that they think
they could defeat the United Stntes,
But their finances are in a fearful
state, and if Great Britain wore to
refrain from her present policy of
lending Japan money the latter
fwonld soon go to the wall

“Iapan has been trying to work
up o revolution, but the Chinese, ow-
Ing to the sducation they recelve, are
not & flghting nation, consequently
thex are boycotting and Intriguing
against Japan In & slow but never-
theless sure manner, taking care not
to give Japan open provoecation for
declaring war, which at present
would mean the practical extinction
of Chiha ns a patlon nunlesa the other
powers Intervened.

“As for the ‘battle for the Pa-
cifle,) If such a thing should ecome
to pass Japan would get beaten, for
sho has not got "two dollars to rattle
on a tombstons,” The Chinese are
A more able people than the Japan-
oss. but they are not trained along
military lines.™
