which might endanger the lives or
health of any patlents nt the Institu-
tlon. Two representatives of the dis-
triot attorney’s office accompanied
the officers and phyaleians.

They found the bullding to be n
ramshackle two-story frame affalr,
with floors devold of palnt or oil-
cloth and roonis bare and devold of
ordluary coovenlences, In charge
were Miss May Petty and Agnes Op-
pel, n 17-year-old girl, whose parents
live at Tremont statlon. Misa Potty
has been employed at the “hospital™
sluce It was established, three years
ago, but Miss Oppol hias worked there
only two weeks.

Three patients were at the place
—an old woman suffering from n
chronle disease; a woman who lately
became the mother of twins and a
girl about 20 years old—the one re-
woved by her sister, It was learned
from the younger nurse that this girl
was kept under the influence of
chloroform for two hours last Wed-
nesday, but the attendant zald she
saw no operation performed.

Both the Atwoods reached the In-
stitution after the arrival of the of-
ticers. They were greatly perturbed
by thelr arrest and the eldar doctor
endeavored several times to prevent
the questioning of patients by a rep-
resentative of the distriet attorney.
#u managed to slip away from the
deputy sheriff serving the warrant
on him at one time, bt was found on
the nupper floor, heading for a slde
entrance to the place.

1
then nskoed the sheriff If he had re-
eeived any order from the Supreme
eourt and he replied that he had not.
I then told him that if he at any time
or place recelved any order from the
Supreme court to obey It at once.

“7 had no knowledge that the de-
fendant had made an application for
any order in the case and did not at
thnt time belleve that any order had
beon made, as It was not to be pre-
sumed that any order of that nature
would be made by the Supreme court
without a eertified copy of a bill of
exceptions elng presented or at least
some certificate from the lower court
as to the evidence In the case. None
had been signed by me. In my furth-
or |gnorance I had taken It for grant-
od the court whose duty It was to or-
der the commitment would be notl-
fied.

“The sheriff left with the prisoner
quite late on the afternoon of Octo-
ber 20. A phone message would have
reached the lower court or myseif al-
most any hour of that day, and any
order recelved wounld have been
obeyed.
