TO BENEFIT THE FARMERS.

The W'kbt Bids is la receipt of

a pamphlet, written by David Ltt

bin, of Sacramento, Cal., devoted

to the transportation of farm pro-

ducts. His idea is that farm pro-

ducts In their natural state should
be transported all over the United
States for the same price per pouud,
the government paying the loss, if

any. to the railroads. As au ex

ample, if wheat sells in Liverpool
for $1.20 a bushel, and it costs 15

cents to transport it from New York
to Liverpool, then the New York

price is $1.05 per bushel. If the

government were to agree to deliver
the bushel of wheat at New York
from any poiut in the Uuited
States for 15 cents a' bushel,, then

every farmer lu the United States,
no matter where he lives, if it be
near a railroad or steam-boa- t line,
could get OOcts. per bushel for his
wheat In other words, farm pro
duce (nothing else) is to be treated

just as our government treats our
mail matter.

The cotton and rice of the South,
and the wheat aud corn of the
North would each receive the best

market price, less the government
rate of transportation. The writer

One other fact: The city coun

cil of 1891 was offered the services
of a lawyer having large experience
codifying ordinances who offered

to do the whole wor k , for $100,
while another, 'less experienced
offered to do it for $75. That was

in 1891, when times were "boom-

ing" compared to now. If $75 whs

good enough pay then, why pay
$150 now! Who furnishes the

legal advice in this cose! or is that
a secret in which the public is at t
interested!

If the West Bide shall admit
that new books are imperatively
necessary now, could not leHS ex-

pensive books have been mado to
answer! Admitting that the
ordinances need codifying, could

not the work have been done for

less money, considering the hard
times! In fact what might be an
economical expenditure in flush

times becomes extravagance this

year.
