—— [dohm Coulee Found Guilty on Purely
Cironmstantial Evidence,

When the jury s the case Btate of
Oregon va. John Ooulee, chinrged with
stealing 300 pounds ot bacon, handed
in their verdiol at Dallus Friday, It
wis*'Gullty ss charged."

The case agalvst the prisoner was
very strong, sud although the evidence
wis purely clreumstantinl (¢ was con-
vineing enough for the jury to devide
oo his guilt. A gentleman who was
over ut the oounty seat durlng the
tnal stated that Conlee was given a
fair trial and bad boen convicted by
hils mules.

The stimony wasto the eflect that
on the 22d of February the smoke
house of V. C. Turnedge was broken
nto and 300 pounds of bacon taken; In
the morning the theft was discovensd
und tracks were found leading from
the rear of the smokehouss, from which
u board had been torn, to the barn lot,
where were found a wagon track and
foot prints of a team of mules, only one
out of the eight hoof-tracks showing
the mark of & shos. By these tracks
the vehicle was tmoed to the bhome of
Conles, by u seareh party of about forty
men which was organized early 1o the
worning. From the Conlee place the
mule tracks led o & deserted oabin
about a quarter of s mile distaot, the
doors and windows of which had been
uniled up that day by Conleo. In the
loft of this eabin the bacon was found
and easily identitied by Mr, Turnedge
Uonlee's arrest and subsequent convie-
tion followed as agnatter of coume,
Taking in conslderstion that about
thirty witnesses were examined, Dis
trict Prosecuting Attorney Jumes Me-
Unin I= deserving of much eredit o
the dispatoh of this case.— Reoord.
The following day Conlee received
his sentence of Lwo year years' impris-
onment and thie week Sheri ff' Plunuper
took him over to Salem.
