The Dallas Observer is feeling
particnlarly pleasant towards the
town of Independence just now
ginc not an effort has been made
by the people here to prevent or
bring inflaence against the build-
ing of a court house. The Obser-
ver this week raps Bro, Wush over

objection.

The Observer was not always
this so considerate.

house and the result was that Mr.
Simpsom was elected by a hand-
some majority.

Independence was united then
and all worked as a unit,

oourt house in 1890 were more
favorable then, than now. The
conaty was not  ¥75,000 in
debts A vietory for Mr. Simpson
did not mean moving the county
seat nor would huilding of one now
cause the county seat to be re-
moved,

The West Side has not felt
ealler) npon to fight against Dallas,
hecanse, for certain reasons, it
would gain nothing and probably
lose' much, The silence of the
West 8ide has had more to do with
fhie question than any change of
feelings in the Lieart of the Dallas
electors or people of Dallas.

FROM ST, MICHAELS,

An Interesting Lotter Telling About
That Part of the Gold Country.

Br Micuaers, Alaska, May, 17,

After twentysix days on briny
waters we arrived safely at thia Island
of Bt. Michaels, “Desolate, desolate,
desolate," is what the white inbabit-
ants say, but to the weary ecean tra-
veler it is & beautiful spot. On the
morning of the 16th ax we sailed slowly

met our gaze was & beautiful barren
Iandscape, vut through the fog we dis-
cerned & two masted schooner anchored
in the bay, slowly buildings made
their appearance and in a short time
qiite a town could be seen with two
“OlId Glorys' tloating, from flag staffs
on the most promivent buildings,

Great curiosity and excitement pres
vailed on board and this was ouly In-
creased by a skiff coming to us con-
twining the custom oMcer and a North
American Trdiog & Transportation
Co, employer. Really we looked upon
these men as superiar beings and it
guve s all great satisfaction and pleas- |
ure to hear their voices, We almost |
dumbfounded them  with  questions, |
and no doubt they were glad to get|
away from us. [ suppose they wanted i
news very badly from us but they had
no chapce 1o inlerview os.

The Katie Phillips was the only boat
to beat us 1. She left Saup me‘im‘ul
on the 14th or 15th of May and reached |
here four days sgo, the very day that
the ice went out of the bay, =o it would :
have been impossible to have gotten in I
here before her. She brought the first |
vews to the people here this spring, |
and this is the first they bave heard |
since last Uctober. Knew nothing of
the war, in fact absolute strangers to
every thing that has occurred since last
winter, A short pap in the land of
snow and ice.

St. Michsel has & white population
of about 100, Natives about the same.
The town is divided into what is
known on the maps as “Fort Get
here’ and 8. Michael, but it s really
all 8t. Michael now. Lhe towns are
about } mile apart and the new town
or Fort Get There, is where the garrison
jrand aleo a large hotel, blacksmith
shop, bath house, boat yards, store and
ware houseesofl the N. A.T. & T. Co.
[n St. Michael where the old Russiun
mission was eatablished years ago, you
can see the oll church, houses of the
mi-sioparies, [udian Village, and stores
and warehouses of the Alaska Com. Co.
The Indian ourisl ground lies right in
town and the old Catholie crosses for
tomb stones still stand, being erected
when this country belonged to Russia,
The N.A.T. & T. Co. have had a
tradipg post here for about 3 or 4 years
but the A. (. Co® have been established
at this place for the past 30 years.
These are both large coucerns and at
the present time they are loading boats
and barges with provisions for up the
Yukon. They own their own Steamer
('o,, and it would be a hard proposition
to buck agaiost them, The two d¢om-
panys together owu the whole island,
or have possession of it, and vessels
cannot even hghten stuff’ on its shores
without paying $5.00 per ton. Rather
hoggish. but they have a cinche as this
s the only land in a hundred miles of
the mouth of the river, that vessels can
get anywhere's near, Kvery thing |
nearer the mouth s mad s,
Twenty-five soldiers are stationed ]
here ard several officers. A number
of soldiers came out to the boat just as
soon as we were unchored. They are |
all fat and the very picture of heallh.l
but they all complain of loneliness and
vow they will go back to the States |
right away.

The Indians or Esquimaux of this
country are comparitively swmall in
stature and resemble the Japanese,
They are a very hospitable people and
unlike most Indians, as the maule is the
beast of burden, Here, in towun, they
have houses and teuts and mingle with
the whites, The children go to school
and some of the young natives can
speak, read and write English readily.
One young fellow by the nsme of
‘David" iz particalarly bright; can
speak English as distinetly as any one;
he is the government's interpreter.
Traveling on lsod here is all done in
the winter by means of dog sleds. A
journey of a hundred miles is thought
nothing of. Indiass from Kolzebue
Sound come down here in the winter
bringing with them furs and meat to
trude. Deer meuat and grouse are
brought in by the sled loads. The na-
tive dogs are the ouly kind that are fit
for the sled. They are quite large, and
what I havg seen are very haodsome,
having fur chat is mueh heavier than
any wolf, They bave small heads,
short ears and very bushy tails. Every
Indian possesses more or less of these
animals, bat they say it would take
about $30 to buy the most inferior
stock, 'Praveling on land here is im-
possible. Oune sinks to about the shoe
tops at every step,

The country reminds me of the bogs
of Eastern Oregon, howewver you see
no tooleys, and in fact nothing but a
sort of & moss with oecasionally a
spear of gruss, Nothing else save what
I have mentioned grows on the Island.
Not a tree pur a shrub, and fael has to
be shipped from the States. Conl js
used prlm'lpully. and the same, of
course is very expensive, being worth
$50 per ton, The Indians find enough
drift wood along the shore to do them.
These trading companies have im
menge stocks of goods here. They
were brought this far last winter in
view of shipping themn up the Yukon
early. They have stores at every town
along the river and they are expecting
large business this summer. A good

many river steamers and scows were
built here during the winter, aud they
will all be in operation right away.

Work here has been enough to give

every one employment, and at the
present time there is pleuty to do.
Bome of we boys are workiog, putting
in the time whiie our boat ia discharg-
Ing her eargo. Wages are very good,
the pay being for laboring about § per
day and board.

I am stopping with the N. A T. &IT.
Co. Not doing over six hours work =a
day, just walting on the table in their
botel, Am getting at the rate of $50 a
month, three good meals and a good
bed, which iz far better than being
aboard that “lousy" boat with nothing
toeat. Itissuch an improvement to
be in this hotel that I would gladly do
what work I am doing just for the
comfort that Tamgetting. IfI wanted
to stay here however, am confident 1
could get in the office or store with
the company at about $£75 per month
board and lodgivg, but that would
never hold me in this country. To
think of shutting yourself out from the
rest ot the world at a mere salary is
more than [ would think of doing,

Goods are quite high here, and gold-
dust is used principally for currency.
The following are the prices of a few
of the staples: Butter, per two pound
eun, $2; Sogar, per hundred, $18; To-
bacco, per pound, $£1; Smoking, per
e package, 25 cents; Smoking per 10¢
package, 40 cents; Flour, per bbl., $12;
Bacon, per pound, 40 cents; Coal per
ton, $50.

Meals at this hotel $1 and they are
worth it too, for they actually set a
fine table. Cavnned goods are used all
together and the very best brands. 1
should judge that we c¢nnsume every
day at least § worth of “Empress”
evaporated cream. [ tell you I am
feeding high eat a5 muach as § worth
every day. Here I *“live to eat.”
These good things will not last forever
as the ““Watson'" will soon have her
cargo for 8t. Michaels diseharged and
then we will continue our voyvage.

I am looking forward to the trip
through Bebriug straits where we can
spe Siberia a few miles to our west, as
vne of more enjonyment than the one
that has just been completed. The
Artie Ocean will also be of great curios-
ity, where the days are divided into
six months light and six months dark.

Already, hereat 8t. Michaels, at the
present time the sun is only out of
sight abou! two hours and a half.

Cne can easily read or write at a win-
dow during any hour of the night.

I will not mention much about the
journey for it was entirely too disagree-
able to reecall to mind. We came
through Unimak Pasa in the Alaska
Penlnsula. There we saw some
picturesque scenery. Smoking volea-
noes on either side. DMountalos that
would rival anything in the Cascades,
covered with perpetual soow, were
nnuerous along the South West coast
of the peninsula, just mnorth east of
Unalaska. Three days before we got
in we encountered 1ce from the Yu-
Kon, and a day later we passed by)an
immense flow extendilhig as far mv{,he
north and west as the eve could see, |

The first day in the ocean, off cape
Flattery, we went through a heavy sea
and we came very near joosing one of
our river steamers that we had lashed
on deck, Mosl every one was fright-
ened and greatly excited but for my
part [ was too sick to think what
might be our destiny. [ thoughbt I
was destined todie anyway so took
evers thing good naturedly. My sick-
nees lasted just as long as the sea was
rough, and pot even to - the last day
could I stand rough water, having to
go to bed just us soon as the vessel be-
gan to roll. Consequently I was in
wy bunk fully one half of the tim e.

I have now written about all that
the law allows for one letier, bult ac-
tually have not yet begun to tell you
all that T would love to say, but before
[elose T must frankly say that the
gold that will be taken out of Alaska
will be every ceut earned .

Several miners came down yesterday
and day before from Dawson, Circle
City, Rampart and Yukon psints, not
one of them give any encouraging
news. When you ask them if they
found any gold, they say, ‘‘ves, we
found gold, but we paid for it." The
hardships that they have to go through,
are too much for man to endure, One

old man showed me today a sack of $700
in gold dusl and says ‘I have more
too'” but added that it cost him double
of all he received in actual money. -
These men that are here are going |
out to the States on the first boat, and
they say nothing can get them back. |
These rich incorporated companiea |
that own trading ports and vessels
had a great deal to do with this Alaska
boom. Other transportation compa-
nies with the merchants of Seattle to-
gether have created nearly all this ex- |
citement.

Now in regard to Kotzebue Sound.
I hope we will strike it. I may be
just foolish enough to stumhble onto a |
fortune, and then again 1 may go |
through a great many hardships with- i
out getting a cent. The start is made |
and time will show the finish,

Perhaps when I get back to Heattle
the transportation company will
give me a largesum to lie for them.
Nay! Nay!the first thing T will do
will be to murder some of the liars
they have already got down there.

If there is any way to get mail to
Kotzebue this season, remember not to
forget me. Jimmie or Fred can easily
learn of the boats that go to Kotzebue,
and he ean give letters to some of the
passengers, and most likely I will get
them. Nextspring there is gure to be
boats up. 1 will write again when I
get to Kotzebue, 50 must sxy good bye
for the present, trusting and praying
for your happiness and good health,

The coat of the war up to July 15
was F125 000 (M) Up to that date, the
amount appropriated for earrying unl
the war was $H02000,000. Prineipal!
items of expense have been: Transpor-
tation, maobilization of troopships, £17,-
O (NN tents, elothing and ecamp
equipments  F9 00K 00; strengthening
sea coast defenses §5000000; coal for
warships $4 000 000; ordinance and
arms £8 000 000 ; ammunition §7,000,000;
horses and mules $4,000,000; expedition
for relief of Cubans $1,500,000. By
crediting the expenditures to 86 days
between April 21 and July 15, the,
the averagel§l daily cost of the war is
found to be sbout §1,450,000. Much of
the money was spent during the pre-
paratory p=riodd from the destruction of
the Maine to the declaration of war.
At the rate of £1 420000 a day it will
take until November 7 to exbaust the
valance of the money appropriated
which is $167,000 000 By that time the
war ought to be forgotten. Porto Rico
and the Philippines islands are worth
