the best possible condition for sua- -

talnlnf mioro-organ- lo life, hence It
if In soils thai treated, provided
course humus it present, that their
activities reach the highest point.
These micro-organis- are the far
mer's friends when kept under
proper control, but In the bare
summer (allow they run riot. The
(u notions of these organisms is to

decompose the hotnus or organic
substance of the soil and convert it
into nitrogen in tbe form of nitrates
which is the most valuable element
of plant food. The summerfallow
it a wasteful and pernicious system
of (arming, for the reason that it
decomposes perhaps five times as
muoh humus as ia necessary (or the

maturing of the succeeding grain
crop. The nitrates resulting from

the tdeoompoaition wf the humus
are suoceedlngly soluble, hence that
portion aot used by the growing

crop in ah humid climate like the
Willamette Valley is lost In the

drainage water. This loss of valu
able plant food in some instances is

very great and it Is possible that
Our present system of (arming is re-

sponsible (or a loss of soil nitrogen
exceeding In value the wheat crop
o( the Valley.

Plant food Is the farmer's capi
tal, hence rather than follow a

system of husbandry unnecessary
destructive to this reserve, it is in

finitely hotter to adopt a system of

agriculture which will conserve

this representative of wealth. A

continuance of the present system
of summer-fallowin- g and ' the con'
tinuous growing of cereals will

sooner or later inevitably bring tbe
farmer to a realisation that he has
made a grave blunder. His soil

will not even respond to a well

cultivated summer-fallo- as there
wii be no humus to oxidise, hence

no nitrogen, which means no crop.
The office of humus Is not confined

to the single function of supplying
nitrogen. It increase the available

phosphates and potash of the soil

and give to the latter a texture
that will increase its water-holdin- g

capacity nearly 20 per cent, which

a not a small item in a period of

drought.
Aa an example ot what the con

tinuous cropping with graj.tr, or non
humus form! oft crops will do to

and, we will quote from the report
of Chemist Snyder,' o( the Min

nesota Experiment Station, on tbe
led River Valley soils. - He writes

that "tbe virgin soil contains from

.35 to .40 of a per cent of nitrogen ,

while. the soils which have been

under cultivation for from 12 to 15

years contains from .2 to .3 of a per
cent" This represents a loss of ap
proximately 4500 pounds of nitro--

require 525 pounds of nitrogen, or

one-eight- h of the amount which

the soil lost during tbe 12 or 15

years of cropping. If the nitrogen
of this soil had been properly con-

served it would have been sufficient

to grow over 100 crops of 25 bushels
of wheat per acre.

'My, advice to your correspon
dent would be to substitute a rota
tion system of (arming for the
summer (allow. Grow more clover,

vetch, peas, etc., and keep more

stock. Convert the crude material
of tbe farm into finished products,
such as butter, cheete, beef, mutton,

park, etc. This will afford larger
returns from the farm and materi

ally add to the capital in the (orm

of increased fertility of the soil.

The leguminous , crops mentioned
will materially assist in smothering
out some of the weeds, but in case

they do not succeed in this, instead
of resorting to the bare summer

allow, plant corn, or sow rape in
in drills and cultivate. The corn

will make good silage, affording
excellent succulent winter feed . for
