Petroleum’s Discovery.
In 1859, on the 28th of August, pe­

troleum was discovered at Watson’s 
Flats, Pa., near the head of the Alle­
gheny river. Edwin Drake bored the 
first oil well, and before the end of the 
year Drake, under the firm name of 
Drake A  Bowdltch, bored through the 
rock at Titusville to a depth of 70 
feet and struck an oil well that yielded 
1,000 gallons a day. This discovery 
started the enormous oil Industry In 
northwestern Pennsylvania.

____________

All the present breeds of sheep are 
probably descended from the Moufflon, 
the European wild breed. The other 
leading wild breeds are the Argali 
of central Asia, and the Bighorn of 
the Rocky mountains In America; but 
It is doubtful If any domesticated 
varieties have been evolved from 
these. All the recently opened coun­
tries have been stocked from Europe, 
and nearly a ll from English breeds, 
with the exception of the Spanish me­
rino.

Moths In Closets.
Get a wide-mouthed bottle, three 

ounce will do, and fill It with oil of 
mirbane. Leave the cork out of the 
bottle and place It In the trunk or 
closet in such position that it will not 
tip over. The fumes are very poison­
ous to insects. For a very large closet 
use a larger bottle and larger amount 
of oil. Renew the oil when needed. 
Bprinkle heavy blankets, quilts, etc., 
with the oil of mirbane before pack­
ing away.
