Different Thermometric Scale*.

The scale employed by a thermome­
ter is indicated by one of the initial 
letters F., C., R., or by the name, Fah­
renheit, Centigrade, Reaumur. The 
degrees of one thermometric scale are 
readily converted into those of an­
other. Following is their relationship: 
180 degrees F. equals 100 degrees C., 
equals 80 degree! R. Therefore 1 
degree F. equals fire-ninths of a de­
gree C., equals four-ninths of a de­
gree R.
