He had lived
at lola for many years.
When found Mitty was
dressed in his week-day
working elothes. He is sur-
vived by two brothers.

REMINISGENGES OF
FIRST MAIL GARRIER

(Portland Journal.)

Arch Parker, present
postmaster of Monmoutly,
was the first rural mail ear-
rier to serve out of Inde-
pendence. He has a recorl
of approximately 100,160
miles, made with a horsa
and buggy. He began to
serve on July 1, 1903, and
for a period of ten years amil
eight months, except Sun-
days and holidays, he aver-
aged 30 miles per day.

The route was 25 miles in
length and Parker reside:l
in  Monmouth, 2% miles
from Independence, and
drove the round trip daily.
In those days he didn’t have
an automobile nor good
roads to spin along over.
He used a single horse an:l
buggy, or rather a rebuil¢
buggy, especially designe:l
to protect the driver angutha
mail from the winter storms

Thirty miles per day witia
a horse and buggy is a diz-
ferent ,proposition from 3.)
miles in an automobile. 1¢
required two horses, taking
turn about, to stand the
work, and even then some
would play out 1u a year or

two. ‘I'wo horses rtarke:
owned, ‘*Seneca’’ an-d
“Ned”” were used every

other day from 1910 to 191 ,
and covered approximately
18,000 miles each during
that time.

Lhis first roue was some- -
what of an experiment i
Polk county,” and some of
the people didn’t take very
kindly to the new order of
things. They were accus-
tomed to driving into town
on Saturday or Monday,
and this free rural servics
broke into the habit of
years. On 'the first trip
there were only 30 boxes out
to receive mail, when thera
should have been 85. By
January 1 the number hadl
increased to 45.

About this time an inspec-
tor went along on the trip.
After looking over the routa
he remarked, ‘‘Parker, you
have one of the largest and
one of the smallest routes in
Oregon. Large, because it
comprises service for 16
square miles, and small, be-
cause only 45. families are
willing to receive mail by
|carrier,”’ .

He decided to continu:

months, and at the end of
that time there were 6.’
