The volcano Lanin, on the Argen­
tine frontier, is reported to be in a 
sta te of eruption. The volcano is ap­
proximately 9000 feet high.

The Asama Yama volcano, about 
90 miles northw est of Tokio, has been 
in eruption for several days. The 
ashes are falling over a wide area.

Mixed hogs sold a t $9.90 hundred­
weight a t the Cleveland union stock 
yards Tuesday. This is the lowest 
the m arket has been since November, 
1916.

The potato m arket in San Francisco 
is a t its record low level of the year. 
The kingly tuber, ruler of produce row 
several months ago, is now nothing 
but the lowly “spud” begging even 
slight recognition.

A largo passenger airplane leaving 
London for P aris with six passengers 
Tuesday fouled a tree, burst into 
flames and crashed to  the ground. 
The pilot, a mechanic and two pas­
sengers are reported killed and other 
passengers injured.

A 20 per cent reduction in retail 
price of lum ber went into effect Wed­
nesday in Spokane according to an­
nouncement by Spokane lumber deal­
ers, nearly all of whom will join In 
the general cut.

An appropriation of $400,000 for 
starting  work on the Deschutes irri­
gation project in Jefferson, Crook and 
Deschutes counties, Oregon, has been 
recommended by John Barton Payne, 
secretary of the interior in a le tter 
sent to P resident W ilson for approval.

Announcements were made Tuesday 
of the shutting  down or curtailing of 
large Industrial plants in Elizabeth, N. 
J. The main plant of the Singer Sew­
ing Machine company, employing 8000 
announced it would close from Decem­
ber 22 to January  5, because of lack 
of orders.

The sta te  of Nebraska has filed a 
brief with the in te rsta te  commerce 
commission, objecting to the proposal 
of the Chicago, Burlington & Quincy 
railroad th a t it be perm itted to dis­
tribute $140,000,000 of its surplus In 
stock dividends and In bonds as a 
cash dividend.

Tho Reichstag w ent on rations of 
black bread w ithout bu tte r and coffee 
without sugar or milk Tuesday when 
the m anagers and employes of the 
Reichstag restau ran t refused to serve 
the forbidden foods, “in view of the 
governm ent’s apparent intention to 
continue raiding hotels to compel them 
to obey the rationing regulations.”

The Associated Oil company of Cali­
fornia announces the receipt of advices 
from W ashington th a t it had conclud­
ed a lease with the government, under 
the oil land leasing act, covering 1400 
to 1500 acres of land in the Midway 
fields and th a t a tender of $1,400,000, 
production from the property, had been 
accepted by the governm ent as a roy­
alty.

Diplomatic relations between Hol­
land and Jugo-Slavia have been broken 
off, it was stated  a t The Hague Mon­
day. Holland has recalled her m inister 
from Belgrade and has dismissed the 
Serbian charge d 'affairs a t The Hague. 
The action was taken as the result 
of what the Dutch foreign office term s 
a long series of insults to the Dutch 

governm ent.”
A landlord and a property owner 

were sentenced in a police court in 
Los Angeles Tuesday to serve 40 days 
each in the city Jail for having dis­
turbed the peace of a tenant by forci­
bly evicting him. Sam Borelli brought 
action against A. J. Edmondson, the 
landlord, and E. W. Graves, owner of 
the property Borelli occupied, for hav­
ing nailed up the doors and windows 
of the bouse before 30 days had ex­
pired a fte r serving the tenant with 
notice of ren t increase.

Rumored intentions of G reat Bri­
tain  and Japan  to  seek a tr ipartite  
agreem ent with the United States for 
lim itation of warship building pro­
gram s came up Tuesday in congress. 
In the senate a resolution wa^ of 
fered by Senator Borah, requesting the 
president to  seek an agreem ent with 
those powers for a five-year n av a l! 
building truce, with construction pro j 
gram s cut to half during that period.
It would, ho said, develop that Great 
Britain and Japan are sincere in the 
talk of reducing arm am ents.

S E N A T E  V O T E S  F A R M E R  AID

Revival of War Finance Corporation 
D irected—Bill Goes to  House.

W ashington, D. C.—The senate late 
Monday adopted the agriculture com­
mittee resolution directing the revival 
of the war finance corporations as a 
measure of affording relief to farm' 
ers.

The second section of the resolution 
which as introduced would have di­
rected the extension of liberal credits 
to farm ers by the federal reserve sys
tern was amended to make the desir­
ability of such a course only an ex­
pression of opinion of the congress.

The am endment making the change 
of the section of the resolution re la t­
ing to the federal reserve system was 
proposed by Senator Norris, repub­
lican, Nebraska, and was accepted by 
a vote of 47 to 16.

Another change made In the reso­
lution on suggestion of Senator Smith, 
democrat, Georgia, broadened the du­
ties of the finance corporation to In­
clude the financing of exportations 
of products other than those produced 
on the farm. An am endment by Sen­
ato r H arris, dem ocrat, Georgia, to  
make the rate  of discount on loans to 
farm ers 5 per cent was rejected.

A substitu te for the resolution, pre­
sented by Senator Spencer, republican, 
Missouri, met a sim ilar result. Fur­
ther action on the bill was w ithout a 
record vote. The m easure now goes 
to the house, where a number of sim­
ilar farm er relief m easures are pend­
ing.

COHSTANTIHE SACK 
IN GREECE AS KING

H OU SE VOTES R E P E A L  
OF MOST W A R LAWS
W ashington, D. C.—Repeal of most 

of the war-time laws was voted Mon­
day by the house which adopted the 
Volstead resolution for th a t purpose 
after two hours debate.

The vote was unanimous, 323 votes 
being cast in favor of it and none 
opposed. The house before taking 
the final vote accepted an amendment 
providing for inclusion of the Lever 
food control act among the laws which 
the resolution would repeal.

The am endment which covers all 
profisions of the food control act 
with the exception of the section re­
lating to rents in the D istrict of Colum­
bia was offered by R epresentative 
Bland (rep.) Indiana. It was carried 
179 to 137.

The resolution, which now goes to 
the senate, exempts from repeal only 
the trading with the enemy act, the 
war finance corporation ac t and its 
am endments and measures dealing 
with the issuance of liberty and vic­
tory bonds.

The resolution declared “any act of 
congress tha t by its term s is in force 
only during the existence of a state 
of war and a limited time thereafter 
shall be construed and adm inistered 
as if the present w ar term inated on 
the date when this resolution becomes 
effective.”

The measure, as adopted, was prac­
tically identical with th a t passed by 
congress ju st before the adjournm ent 
of the last session and vetoed by 
President Wilson.

Republican leaders of the house as­
sert tha t adoption of the resolution 
was one of the first steps taken by the 
republican m ajority to fulfill the cam­
paign pledge to put the country on a 
peace-time basis.

Disposition of the Volstead resolu­
tion cleared the way for consideration 
of the resolution offered by Represen­
tative Reavis, Nebraska, which would 
provide for a congressional survey of 
the governm ent's adm inistrative de­
partm ents.

B ritish and French Envoys Are Ac­
cused by Newspaper o f Being 

Pro-Vcnivelist.

Athens.—Constantine of Greece, re­
moved from the throne by action of 
the allied powers in 1917, and called 
back by the recent plebiscite to re­
sume his former status, arrived in 
Athens Sunday. He came into the city 
by train  and was received a t the 
Palace de la Concorde.

Those who greeted the returning 
monarch included Queen Mother Olga, 
the regent, and Princess A nastasia, 
wife of Prince Christopher.

Constantine, however, was greeted 
station, about 100 yards from the 
Place de la Concorde, without ostenta­
tion and with the returning monarch 
like an ordinary traveler.

Constantinue, however, was greeted 
by the cheering of thousands of per­
sons who had been aw aiting his ar­
rival.

Queen Mother Olga and the Princess 
Anastacia, dressed in chinchilla furs 
and wearing picture hats, were stand­
ing in the royal group. The m inis­
te rs also were in the station.

In a carriage drawn by six horses 
with outriders and followed by troops, 
a procession w ith Constantine a t its  
head started  for the stadium.

The crowd along the route evinced 
the greatest enthusiasm , frequently 
breaking o u t of bounds and rushing 
up and kissing the harness of the 
horses drawing the royal equipage. 
Wild cheering was heard along the 
entire line of march, the people being 
alm ost delirious with joy.

A fter visiting the cathedral, Con­
stantine went to the royal palace 
where he read a message to the peo­
ple.

The newspaper K athim erini has sug­
gested th a t the Earl of Granville, 
British m inister to Greece, and Rob­
ert de Billy, French m inister, should 
be recalled on the ground th a t they 
are pro-Venizelist, but th a t possibly 
they could rem ain as high commis­
sioners to carry out the British guar­
antees which could be embodied in a 
new note. I t pointed out th a t high 
commissioners have more power and 
liberty of action than m inisters.

Red Armies in Caucasus.

Constantinople.—The 9th, 10th, and 
11th bolshevik armies already have 
arrived in the Caucasus, and the bol- 
shevikl began entrenching Baku pen­
insula, according to a statem ent made 
by a traveler, who returned Monday 
from that region. The bolshevikl were 
fortifying the neck of the peninsula 
with all sorts of defense works, in ap­
prehension of a general uprising of 
the Mohammedans, he added.

Hundreds Killed in Violent
Southern Earthquakes

Buenos Aires.—Earthquake shocks 
which on Friday afternoon destroyed 
several towns along the A rgentine 
slope of the Andes m ountains, were 
the most severe experienced in th is 
country since 1869, when half the city 
of Mendoza was laid in ruins. Reports 
from the area where the shock was 
heaviest indicate great loss of life and 
property, upwards of 150 bodies hav­
ing already been taken from the 
wrecks of buildings.

At Tresportenas more than 100 per­
ished and a t Costa de Araujo 81 w ere 
killed and 80 seriously Injured. It 
was feared th a t more victims were 
still buried under the ruins in each 
town.

At Tresportenas, La Valle and La 
Central not a house was left stand­
ing, and those not destroyed in othpr 
towns were left in a  badly damaged 
condition. No estim ate of the total 
number of persons injured has yet 
been made.

Britain Drafts Oil Note.
London.—The British government is 

drafting a reply to the most recent 
note of the American government con­
cerning the exploitation of the Mesopo­
tam ian oil fields, in which the United 
States sets forth its right to be con­
sulted. This reply, afte r submission 
to the cabinet, will be forwarded to 
the American sta te  departm ent, prob- 
ibly within a few days.

Soviet Troops Gather.

London.—Concentrations of the so- 
et troops are occurring in the direc- 
n of Vilna, consequent on the ar- 

1 of allied and neutral troops in 
ina. This was related In a dispatch 

received Monday from the Lithuanian 
egatlon here.

Inaugural Ball Assured.
W ashington, D. C.—Revival of the 

historical inaugural ball as a feature 
of tfhe inauguration of President-elect 
Harding has been definitely decided 
upon by the W ashington commit­
tee arranging for the festivities 
Marcfh 4.

The inaugural ball was one of the 
c h ie f  events in the inauguration 
programme of the firs t inauguration 
of President Wilson, who requested 
tha t it be dispensed with.

Im m igrant Tide Rises.
New York.—The Christm as rush of 

im m igrants and other passengers 
anxious to spend the holidays on Amer­
ican soil reached its height Sunday 
when eight trans-A tlantic liners a r­
rived. They carried more than 12,- 
000 passengers.

Japan Has 77 Million.
Tokio.—Japan 's population, as re­

vealed by the census recently com­
pleted, is more than a million under 
the estim ate. The total num ber of 
persons in the em pire is 77,005,000, of 
which 55,960.000 are in Japan and 17,- 
2S4.000 in Corea.
