Smith -xpects to have the build­
ing repaired and operate at the 
same place as soon substantial 
repairs can be made.

Ancient ruins may be ail right 
in Rome, but they won’ t work 
on C street in Independence. 
The old J. R. Cooper saloon, 
built by Mr. Fishback o f Mon­
mouth about 1865 is being 
wrecked and placed ia the dis­
card. The o il building once 
stood stately on the corner where 
the Williams Drug Store now 
stands.

This historic building was 
bought by D. L. Hedges at a 
sheriff’s sale. Mr. Hedges leased 
the building to Hank Merwin. 
Phil Johnson then purchased 
the “ Red Fron.”  and later J. R. 
Cooper bought from Mr. Johnson 
an interest in the business. Fol­
lowing Mr. Johnson’s death, J. 
R. Cooper operated a saloon un­
til the ttate went dry.

About 1895, J. S. Cooper pur­
chased the building from J. R. 
Cooper and moved it to its pres­
ent location in order to give way 
to the erection o f tbe two-etory 
brick on the Cooper block.

The old Red Front is one of 
the landmarks in Independence. 
At about the same time the Red 
Front was constructed. Van 
L'uyne 4  Smith owned a frame 
building on the Conkey 4 Walk­
er corner. In speaking o f the 
moving ai these wooden-houses», 
“ Daddy”  Claggett remarked 
that he helped move the build­
ings. but a more wonderful feat 
accomplished about tbe same 
time, he moved Word Butler 
from the boat to the hotel. 
“ Daddy”  Claggett also stated 
that befere the sheriff’ s sale he 
eould have bought the building 
and business for $300, but 
Mother Claggett put a stern 
veto on the venture.
