Gorman Conaul KJootoll.
London, Jan. 21. A special from

Auckland, N. Z., says tho British mid
American consuls wero compulled to
forco the doors of tho supremo court at
Apia, in whiuh the (ionium consul
had established himself, and to push
iii in into tho struot. All parties at
Apia, tho dispatch continues, unito in
condemning tho German consul for the
lighting which has taken place, but
not tho rival kings. It is pointod out
that in violation of all agreements the
consul accompanied Mataafu'a force
vlien tlio claimant invaded tho town

nd oncouiagod opposition to Muliotoa
Tan us.

When tho British and American con
suls wore informod as to tho situation
they adjnurnod the court and lockod
the building. Tho Uoiman consul
then demanded the keys, and they
woro refused him. Ho then broke
opon tlio doors, romovod tho looks and
replaced thoin witli othors. Ho after
wards brought tho Uoiman municipal
president into tho ohambor, and tho
latter wont upon tho baU'ony and
shouted to the British and American
marines assembled on tho squaro: "I
am tho supremo court, I am tho chief
justice." Tlio crowd toplied with jeers
and tho British consul demanded the
koys of tho building, which woro ro- -

fused. A Scotchman named Mackie
thereupon climbed on top of tlio build-

ing and hoisted tho Humoun flag, while
tho British and Amorionn consuls and
a number of marines forced tho tloors
ami hurried the Uoiuinn consul into
the stieet.

Then tho two consuls formally anil
legally, according to the diapatch,
opened court and issued a warning
ngalnst any further intorforenco with
ts jurisdiction, threatening to a nest

and Imprison any ono attempting to
do so.

Now Yoik, Jan. 21. The faot devel- -

to be delayed hy a suit brought by
C. II. Venner, of Boston, as a Union
Pacific shareholder, against the road,
in which he is in a small way identi
fied. A meeting of tho stockholders of
the Union Pacific was held at Salt
Luke city, January 10, when authority
was given tho Union Pacific board to
increase tho common stock 128,000,000
in order to take over the Short Line.
