How 1o Secure Large Potatoes,

stulk In a place and so give all the
strength and moisture of the land to
those that remain, It might be well
to eut all exes of the potatoes when
i planted, except such as are deslred to
grow, and so save the tronble of thin-
ting out the field to some extent, There
& no profit In growlng a large crop of
potatoes unless they are of merchant-
able size, The Inrgest poratoes are al-
wnys found where the largest nnd
atrongest stalks grow, and the small
ones where they are small and weak.
It I8 a misthke to plant smull seed. or
to cut the large ones 10 one of two eyes
to snve seed and to reduce the number
of plents, ng the common practlies |8,
It Iy mueh better to plant whole pota-
toes of good size, or, I large, to cut
them at most ouly [n halves, Of conrse,
It will ecost more to seed a field, but
with good geed praperly minned, much
better results ean be obtained.

If one degires to ralse the largoest
quantity possible from a few seed,
groat results pao be obtained by taking
off the shoots snd transplanting, but
the (potitoes will not grow large. It
may not be known to some peaple that
gach eye fn n potato Is capable of pro-
duelug 4 large number of shoots; us
fast s taken off others will grow, Usi-
ally not more than two or three to each
aye will stary when planted, but that
number Is far too many to be left to
grow.—Orange Judd Farmer,

they are enslly avallable for the young |
cloyhr plant, The strnw Serves as o
nodel, affording constderable protee-
tlon shonld an early dronih  follow,
Clover hadlwy enn Be used the same
wiy, thereby getting the benefit of any
sl remaining in It Whatever the
method employed, we eannot be too
thorough In the preparation for the
