All licenses expire on the 31st day of
December next after their issuance,
and are not transferable.

Persons hunting or fishing without a
license are liable to a penalty of $25 to
$150 or imprisonment for 10 to 90 days,
or both.

Parties may hunt or fish on their
own property without a license,

Tobacco Laws

We have been requested to publish
the following extract from the state
law in regard to tobacco and minors,

See, 1, 1t shall be unlawful to sell,
barter, trade, give or in any manner
furnish to any minsr under the age of
18 years any tobacco, cigar, or cigar-
ette in any form, or any compound in
which tobacco forms a compound part,
without the written consent or order
of such minor's parent or guardian;
and when such minor has no parent or
guarlian, then in that case, consent

may be given by the county court, ait- |
