Oregon Roads to Receive
Attention-Cherry Fair at 
Salem July €-7-8.

Partland, Ore., June 20 (Special) — 
Good roads throughout Oregon is a 
subject that will in future receive a 
great deal of attention from the Ore­
gon Development League. Besides 
having a good roads day at the Astoi i i 
convention, August August 14, 15 and 
16, the League will take up highway 
betterment actively and the offices of 
secretary Chapman ; of the League ( 
will be headquarters for the good roads 
movement.

Through its ramifications throughout 
the state, the League will learn public 
sentiment on the subject of good roads 
and strive to aid the various sections. 
Secretary Chapman of the League 
believes the subject touches very 
closely the welfare of the farmer. | 
He hopes to bring together the various 
interests so they will work in harmony. 
First, he will learn the wishes of the 
people in the matter and do nothing 
not thoroughly representative of public 
opinion throughout the state.

The railroads, state agricultural 
college and the business interests of 
Portland are united on a plan to aid 
Morrow, Sherman and Gilliam counties 
in agricultural advancement. A demon­
stration train will be operated next 
fall through that section and experts 
from the state college will explain the 
possibilities of diversified farming and 
stocK raising in order to build up the 
soil, although there is no intention to 
do away with wheat as the principal 
crop. It is believed, however, that 
improved methods will conserve mois­
ture in the soil and growing other 
things than the single grain, as at 
present. Seed will be distributed 
from the train and prizes offered for 
the best results obtained by farmers.

There will be a large representation 
from the various Central Oregon com­
mercial clubs at the convention in 
PrinevjJIe June 30-July 1, when the 
Central Oregon Development League 
will be formed. There is keen interest 
throughout that section and much is 
hoped from the projected organization, 
which will take up the problems that 
confront Central Oregon, anew country, 
yet in the making. It is considered 
important that right steps be taken 
and the new league will be of great 
benefit along these lines.

Salem’s annual cherry fair has been 
set on July 6, 7 and 8, and promises to 
be bigger and better than ever. Port­
land people are taking much interst 
in thn event anil special excursion will 
be run from this city, taking promin­
ent business men to the fair. Big 
parades will be features of the event.

Lake County will work as a whole in 
future for development. The former 
Lakeview Board of Trade has Jieen 
dissolved and the Lake Country De­
velopment League has| taken its place. 
Thoroughly aroused to the benefits of 
united work, Lake county people may 
reasonably hope for results from the 
new organization.

Ashland will hold it» annual Chav- 
tauqa Assembly July 6-18. The talent, 
offered this year is of a hi <h order 
and the forthcoming session will at­
tract people from all parts of Southern 
Oregon.
