Cookery” is the title of the latest bul-1, 
letin from the press of the Oregon | 
Agricultural College. It is a small, < 
conveniently sized book tor carrying I 
in the pocket of a hunting coat for I 
ready reference and contains in its 31 ! 
pages a large amount of practical and 
useful information for those who spread 
their table under the greenwood bough. 
It was prepared by the school of do-' 
mestic science and art for the special I 
use of forest rangers, campers, min­
ing prospectors, and sportsmen. It 
follows somewhat the lines of instruc­
tion in the course in camp cookery 
given at the college during the year 
for the forestry, mining and surveying 
students.

Believing that they could relieve | 
some of the "blue days” in camp con­
sequently upon "sad” biscuits, half- 

•cooked “spuds” and monotonously 
greasy fried things, the domestic sci­
ence teachers obtained from the for­
estry department of the coliege and 
the Forest Service a ration list and I 
camp equipment selected by men of, 
many years’ field experience, and pre­
pared a list of 65 carefully selected 
recipes. These are so simply explain­
ed that it takes no initial ordinary 
skill to use them. They are also con- | 
veiently indexed at the back of the I 
book.

The ration list, sufficient for one. 
man for 100 days, or 100 men for one I 
day as giveg in the book, may be used i 
as a brsis for making up supplies for 
camping parties. It includes the fol- 
lowing.

lard; 80 lbs. flour, bread or crackers; I 
15 lbs. corn-meal, cereals, macaronia, : 
sago, or corn-staich; 5 lbs. baking, 
powder or yeast cakes; 40 lbs. sugar; | 
1 gal. molasses; 12 lbs. coffee; 2 lbs. | 
tea, chocolate or cocoa; 2 cans con-■ 

Idensed milk; 10 lbs. butter; 20 lbs. 
| dried fruit; 20 lbs. rice or beans; 100 
lbs potatoes or other fresh vegetables 
30 cans canned vegetables or fruit; 4 
oz. spices; 4 ez, flavoring extracts; 8 
oz. pepper or mustard; 3 qts. pickles; 
I ut. vinegari and 4 lbs. salt.
