
STEAMER ROSECRANS SINKS

Vessel Wrecked off Columbia

Bar. Forty Lives Lost.

Astoria, Ore., Jan. 7.—The low storm 
clouds, blowing away, and the seas 
subsiding somewhat at 1:30 o’clock this 
afternoon it could be seen that there 
are still three men out of her crew 
of forty clinging to the rigging of the 
lone mast remaining on the sunken 
Associated Oil company’s steamer 
Rosecrans.

The lifesavers are still attempting 
to shoot a line over the mast so that 
the breeches buoy might be brought 
into use, and the tug Oneonta is still 
cruising in the vicinity.

All the remaining members of the 
crew have disappeared with the steel 
hull of the tanker, which is wallowing 
the shallow waters of Peacock Spit, 
at the mouth of the Columbia river.

A blizzard is raging and a sixty-mile 
an hour wind prevails.

Mountainous waves 
over the vessel and her 
most of her deck fixing 
been washed away and 
breaking up.

The Rosecrans, which 
a federal transport went 
this morning while trying to negotiate 
the Columbia Bar in the teeth of a 
howling gale. She is wedged into the 
end of the spit, where she lies exposed 
to the full brunt of the storm. Her 
$18,000 cargo, consisting of 18,000 
barrels of crude oil was awash early.

The rigging to which members of 
the crew might have clung for safety 
is p. actically all down and there is not 
a member of the crew in sight, 
pdsition of the ship is fifteen miles 
nortnwest of Astoria and additional 
lifesavers are being rushed frem there 
to aid the Cape Disappointment crew.
