Payment of Taxes.

Payment of taxes commences March 
1st, 1913.

Next Saturday, March 1st, 1913 the 
1 payment of taxes will commence at the 
Shetiff's office- and those who desire to 
get in early and avoid the rush may do 
so. The total tax payable to the 
Sheriff this year amounts 
$706,012.61. Following are 
relative to tax payments:

1. If you pay your taxes 
fore March 15 you will be 
rebate of 3 per cent.

If you pay your taxes between j 
March 15 and up to and including the 
first Monday in April, there will not be 
anv rebate allowed and neither will 
there be any penalty or interest added. |

3. If your taxes are not paid on or 
before the first Monday in April, they

i will become delinquent, when there 
will be added a penalty of ten per cent ( 

I and the tax will also draw interest at 
the rate of 12 per cent per annum in 

' addition to the penalty.
4. If you pay one-half of your taxes j 

on or before the first Monday in April, 
the the remaining half may run up to 
and including the first Monday in Oc­
tober following, but if the last half of 
tax due is not paid by the first Mon­
day in October, it becomes delinquent, 
and there will be added to such balance 
a penalty of ten per cent and in addi­
tion, shch balance will bear interest at 
the rate of 12 per cent per annum from 
the first Monday in April until paid.

5. On all personal taxes, if one-half 
is not paid on or before the first Mon­
day in April, the law compels the 
sheriff to levy upon and collect the 
same after May 1st, hence to prevent 
a levy upon personal property after 
May 1st it will be necessary for one- 
half to be paid <s above stated.

6. If the taxes are not paid either 
naif or in full by August 1st, 
property will be advertised, which 
will be added to the tax.

7. If the taxes are not paid by 
tober 1st, a delinquent certificate may 
be issued for same which bears in­
terest at the rate of 15 per cent per 
annum.

8. County warrants will be accepted 
to the amount of $3.30 on $1000 valua­
tion instead of $1.90 on $1000 as hereto­
fore collected.

9. 1912 tax statements sent out will 
become official receipts when returned 
and signed by the collector. Therefore 
do not fail to return statements with 
your remittance.
