The county is making some needed 
improvetnents at the court house, en­
larging the vault in the recorder’s office i 
and constructing a new vault for use 
of the treasurer.

Another meas­
ure proVides what is called a “Work­
man’s Compensation Law,” the pro­
visions of which do not make it manda­
tory on the workman to accept it, but 
leaves it to him to accept or reject as 
he may think best. So far as we have 
looked into it there seems no reason 
Why it should not be sustained.

We keep the best cows, housed in a new barn, on a cement floor which 
is cleaned, swept and washed each day. Every cow’s udder is thoroughly 
washed before each milking. The cows are curried and kept clean. The 
milk is milked in new pails which have sanitary, inside soldered seams. 
When milked the milk is taken to the milk house and thoroughly aerated 
and the animal heat and smell taken off of it, then filled into glass bottles 
with sanitary caps that are never used but once.

In the past we have tried to furnish the best product at the cheapest 
price at which we could run, and in the future will do the same. Our pro­
duct costs us more to produce now so we will have to make the raise.

A PLAN r

Martin Borland, u man of wealth, 1 
having lost his wife, married again. 
The new connection was especially un­
fortunate for hint and his only child, 
Mildred, who Was sixteen years old at 
the time of her father’s second mar­
riage. Mrs. Borland was no sooner 
married than she laid a plan to secure 
her busband's fortune.

Batthyany’s Black Pearl.
There is a curious story of the pre­

cious black pearl which Count Louis 
Batthyany. the Hungarian revolution­
ist. wore in his scarfpin. Sentenced to 
death for his part in the rising of 1849, 
he gave the scarfpin to the valet who 
attended him in prison. The valet be­
queathed it to bls son, and the son de­
cided to sell it. It was taken to Buda­
pest to be valued, and there exhibited 
in a Jeweler's shop window. Crowds 
assembled to stare at it. and the sus­
picions of the Austrian police were 
aroused. They instituted a rigorous 
inquiry and discovered, to tbeir amaze­
ment, that the pearl had been stolen 
from the crown of England 150 years 
before. The British government 
bought it back, but no one has been 
able to discover by what means it had 
passed into the possession of the Bat­
thyany fumlly.

Sounds Msde by Earthquakes.
Earthquake sounds are described as 

variations of heavy rumbling so low 
in pitch as almost to be more felt than 
heard (In many cases inaudible to per 
sons who are deaf to very low tones' 
and belonging to one or another of the 
following types: The passing of wag 
ons, thunder, wind, the fall of a load of 
stones, the fall of a heavy body, an ex 
plosion or some other miscellaneous 
sound. in strong earthquakes the 
sound area occupies a central region 
(on an average two-thirds) of the dis­
turbed region; in moderate earth 
quakes the two areas are approximate 
ly of the same magnitude, while in 
many slight earthquakes the sound 
area is larger than the disturbed area. 
As a rule, the beginning of the sound 
precedes the shock, and the end of the 
sound follows the end of the shock.
