Mielke 
said that 95 per cent of the paper ustd 
on the Pacific Coast is manufacturée 
in the II mills, four of which are in 
Oregon, four in California and three in 
Washington. Mielke said the first 
on the Pacific Coast was built at 
iorville, near San Francisco, in 
and that it had a capacity of l'/j 
a day. Tne second was built at 
Place, near Oregon City and the 
at Camas, Wash., the latter of which 
is the largest in the United States. 
The eleven mills on the Coast consti­
tute a payroll of over $200,000, said 
Mielke. A special film had been intro­
duced to show how paper is manufac­
tured but owing to too much light in 
the main dining-room of the hotel it 
was almost impossible to distinguish 
the picture.
