These F .o',.s Not Ucod Enough.
There is sm.ill reason to doubt that 

the proper development of tree crops 
would greatly enrich and cheapen the 
food supply of the American people 
and their domestic animals. The chief 
trouble seems to be that We have not 
thought about it. Most of the crop 
trees of vahie of Europe have been in­
troduced into this country, such as the 
olive, tig, date, the acorn anti cork oak. 
the walnut, pistnclie and almond. Our 
native trees, such as tile pecan, shag­
bark. mulberry, honey locust, mesquite 
and persimmon, off. r great promise if 
properly selected, propagated, improv­
ed by plant breeding ami tested by ex­
periment. All this requires scientific 
work. Now that we have spent a quar­
ter of a century developing the equip­
ment for the promotion of agricultural 
science the time has probably* come 
when attention can be turned In part 
from the herb of Ike field io I lie more 
productive tree that has long made the 
oriental garden so |.rodnctive.
