It is very 
hard to procure girls for the mission 
stations because they are considered 
specially valuable ns workers ami pos­
sible money brlngcrs until the period 
arrives for them to enter and puss 
through the "gree-grve” Imsli ordeal 
Then they are regarded ns women mid 
eligible for marriage, and their Indus 
trial value decreases. Still. If they 
rear large families, their market value 
keeps up In n measure, for in certain 
sections of Africa tribal custom per­
mits a man to sell, loan or rent out 
his wives or keep them in household 
slavery or give them their freedom. 
Freedom is conferred by presenting the 
wife witli the long tooth of a leopard, 
which Indicates that she is no longer 
a slave, but a free woman, not 
voreed wife.—Christian Herald.
