A 
regular plan of campaign was drawn 
up Marked bees were placed in a 
dark box and were curried away from 
the hive in an opposite direction from 
that in which they were finally liberat­
ed. The box was repeatedly turned 
about, so that the inmates should lose 
all-Sense of direction. Every possible 
means was taken to render useless 
any known or conceivable method of 
ob-alliing their bearings. The bees 
were even placed within an induction 
coil in the effort to confuse them, 
long and elaborate series of tests 
without value. st> far as getting 
explanation of the homing power 
concerned. In every case from 30 to 
40 per cent of the bees found their 
way home without nppureut trouble, 
no matter how confusing the 
away from home had been made.
