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Community Needs of Oregon

(Extract from Twenty-ninth article of 
a series dealing with community prob­
lems in Oregon.)

Jacksonville, Or., Dec. 10—Jackson- 

■ville could easily develop an exclusive 
residential atmosphere in which well- 
to-do fruit growers could find rest and 
Ideal conditions for semi-retirement. 
Beautiful hillsides offer wonderful op­
portunities for the building of homes 
and the climate of the country rounda­
bout leaven nothing to be desired. A 
hard surface road to Medford, the com­
mercial center of the valley, together 
with the electric railway which is prac­
tically a reality, would give ample out­
let for hundreds of families, who suon- 
er or later will come to Jacksonville to 
live—really live.

Jacksonville is one of the most an­
cient of all Oregon towns. She was a 
bustling mining camp, with hurdy gur- 
dy and pacx train, when Portland first 
blinked an eye and yawned. In her 
youth Jacksonville was wild and wooly 
and everybody had money and spent it. 
As »he neared the three score mark, 
Jacksonville became the victim of old 
age and hardening of the arteries. 
That’s why the old town, full of tradi­
tions and rich in citizenship, has been 
marking time for a number of years, 
while Medford and Ashland waxed 
strong and overshadowing right in 
Jacksonville’s backyard.

Jackson County, of which Jackson­
ville is county seat, has more pavement 
than any county in Oregon, except 
Multnomah, —35 miles, ye* Jackson­
ville is free from the plague. Not ev­
er has the road to Medford been paved 
although the distance is only 5'2 milts 
and travel has been heavy on the high­
way for two score years. Now people 
want a modern road, even after half a 
million has been spent in hard surfac­
ing the Pacific Highway. And, they 
will soon get it.

Jacksonville was the first real min­
ing camp in Oregon, chopped out of the 
w »oils by Milers who crowded north 
from California when the diggings on 
Sutter creek failed to deliver n iggets 
of standard size. Prospectors hasten­
ed to the nearby hills, discovered gold, 
du; it out and brought it in bugs and 
in bottles to Jacksonville where it was 
traded for whiskey, tobacco, bacon and 
O'eralls. Millions of dollars worth of 
gold was brought down from the hills 
and carloads of whiskey was toted back 
by the struggling miners who lived and 
diul chasing th ■ phantom -fortune.

All about modern Jacksonville are 
e i"n •.;.* of the good old days. On a 
corner is the familiar sign, "saloon.” 
pit there when whiikey was ‘‘two- 
bits” a dnnk and everybody drank. On 
another corner stands the Beekin in 
bank building, for 59 years used for 
bai'ktrg purposes, and through which 
the m ili< ns of gold dust passu! during 
the 11 si s when C. C. Beekman—peae. 
to hi« ashes became known in every 
financial center of the globe ns a deal­
er in gold dus". The old tumb'e .lorn 
stage stable, the old hotel, remain to 
remind <> « of d p a ed gr« stress.

If it has not been the dream of .lac'.- 
s< nville folks to have an exclusive resi­
dential district on thu bills in the edge 
of town, it should have been all these 
years.

The area of Jackson county is 1.825,- 
04° icres of which Ies3 than 100,000 
acres i* under cultivation. The asses­
sor’s records do not show the are. 
tilled. Assessment values of urch nd 
land run as high as $100 per acre, the 
highest values in the state except in 
Hood River country, where the maxi­
mum figure for Assessment purposes is 
$1)0 per acre. In 1914 Jackson county 
held orchard lands as high as $800 per 
acre. Thecultivated land for the coun­
ty averages $8) per acre ar.d the non- 
tillable land $9,50 per acre. Viiili the 
exception of forest reservei the land 
in Jackson county is almost entirely in 
private ownership. Under interfsion 
methods of culture more than half of 
the area of the county is sai 1 to be 
available as farm land.

Jacksonville is in the center of a rich 
mineral belt, practically untouched ex­
cept for gold quartz and placer. Bo­
dies of limestone, granite, an 1 marble 
await development. Coal, Copper and 
fireclay are to be found in abundance. 
While the hills have been pri.Bpected 
for 50 years or more dev dopment has 
been slow or lacking altogether, be­
cause capital has not been available 
with which to carry on the he ivy work. 
With railroad development, which 
seems to be near at hand, markets for 
ores are sure to b" opened. Outside 
capital will be needed to carry on the 

’ mining of minerals in the Siskiyou*. 
; Jacksonville has the funniest litt'e 
railroad in the state, an I I have s -an 
five or six unique bits of road too. As 
an attraction on z >ne at San Francisco 
one of the jim -row trai n c >ul I n it be 
beaten. But this precious little ro d 
is to be lost, with all its tradition* an 1 
mem tries. For, it is underar m I The 
Hill interests have bou jht the track, 
engine and passenger equip nont b ig 
and baggage. Anyway a force of m n 
is buiy installing el ictrical equipment, 
and soon the roa I to Medford will be 
something like a standard street rail­
way, with a real street car operating 
between Jacksonville the ancient, and 
Medford, the modern.
