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The Proposed Strike

As we go to press everything seems 
to indicate that an industrial strike, 
which promises to be the greatest and 
most far reaching in its effects of any 
in the history of the world, will be 
in effect in 48 hours, although every 
effort to avert it is being made by 
President. Wilson, who after several 
conferences with representatives of 
the disaffected men and of the rail­
roads, has taken the matter to con­
gress and asked for legislation to em­
power him to take drastic action to 
s’.op the strike if other plans tail.

While it would b e useless to attempt 
a discussi an in our limited space as to 
the “rights or wrongs’’ of the matter 
or of the cause which led up to the 
strike, suffice it to say: that there is 
two sides to this question as to most 
others; that the men may be entitled 
to shorter hours, more pay, etc. On 
the other hand, the railroads accus­
tomed to certain profits from the 
operation of their respective lines, 
fee) that to grant the demands of the 
men would be the signal for the mak­
ing of other and greater demands until 
the profiit of the business would be 
taken to pay the operating expenses.

Looked at impartially, it seems t 
is a matter of pure sefishness |on both 
aides and for which there is no lastirg 
or adequate remedy save one and that 
is an entire change in the hearts ' f 
men—both laborers and capitalists: a 
change to that condition or frame of 
mind which will recognize'and allow to 
others those rights which we claim for 
ourselves.

GRESS TO AID

Wants 8 Hour Day And Author­

ity To Operate Roads

Washington, Aug. 29. —President 
Wilson laid the railway strike situa­
tion before congress this afternoon in 
an address to both houses assembled 
in joint ses sion. The president told 
congress of his efforts to bring the 
railroad managers and the men into 
some sort of agreement, and saying he 
wes powerless to do more, he asked 
to enact legislation to deal with the 
situation.

Pointing out the distress and hard­
ships which a nation-wide strike woul^l 
bring upon the country, the president 
asked congress to empower him to 
draft into the services of the United 
States the very managers and men 
who have been unable to adjust their 
differences so that the government 
may operate the railroads in case of 
military necessity.

Direct negotiations between the rail 
road executives and employees through 
President Wilson were practically clos­
ed today when the executives refused 
to acede to a proposal made to them 
yesterday by Mr. Wilson and present­
ed to him a statement of their position 
containing another argument for ar­
bitration.

While President Wilson was an­
nouncing that he would lay the rail­
way strike situation before congress 
the brotherhood leaders rejected the 
latest proposition of the committee 
of railway presidents and actually 
ordered the strike to begin at 7 a. m. 
Labor day unless a settlement satis­
factory to them is reached in the mean 
time.

Their previous order for the strike 
was tentative and required a secret 
signal to put it into effect. Unless a 
settlement satisfactory to the lab< r 
leaders is reached by that time or 
unless President Wilson and congress 
find some wav to prevent it, the strike 
will start Labor day without further 
notice.

in hiB address to congress, Wilson 
proposed that it first enlarge the 
membership of the interstate com 
merce commission to equip it to deal 1 
with larger situations; second, that 
■n eight-hour day be established for I 
all traimen in interstate commerce, 
third that a commission investigate 
the effect of the eight-hour day; ' 
fourth, that the interstate commerce 
commission consider the increased 
cost of the eight-hour day in making 
rates, and fifth, amend the mediation 
law to prevent strikes or lockouts 
while industrial disputes are being 
investigated. The sixth proposal was 
that the president be empowered to 
operate railways in case of military 
necessity. How these recommenda­
tions are to be carried out, President 
Wilson left entirely in the hands of 
congress.

When lie went luto 
the coal business lie learned of the hor 
rlble conditions under which the men 
of the British merchant marine had to 
work. Owners b illed that it was 
cheaper to lose an occasional ship with 
all on board than to restrict the load 
and make the voyage reasonably safe. 
In order to thwart this rapacity Film- 
soil entered parliament in lStiS. His 
persistent work resulted in the pass 
age of the "merchant shipping act” In 
1876 to prevent ships from going to sea 
in an unsafe condition.
