True bills were returned a- 
gainst the following: Mr. and Mrs Hen 
ry Hobbs, charged with the murder of 
E. C. Way; Moses C. Gerrue, attack­
ing his daughter! Frank Worthington, 
larceny of a saddle. There was also 
one John Doe indictment. The charges 
against Ralph Cole and Harry Rags­
dale for larceny in a dwelling were dis­
missed, as were the charges against 
Hill Gaskin for larceny of bills, and 
Ralph Salisch for larcency as an agent. 
Judge Kuykendall excused all jurors on 
the regular panel until January 8 when 
the original calendar will be called.
