Presidential Candidates.
Both political parties have a habit 

of selecting comparatively poor men 
for presiilent. in this generation there 
has not been a rich presidential candi­
date—at least nut rich as defined by 
the American lexicon.

Roosevelt Is the richest Republican 
who was ever president or Republican 
nominee for a sojourn in the White 
House. Wilson. Taft, McKinley, Cleve­
land, Harrison, Garfield. Grant, Arthur, 
Hayes, Johnson and Lincoln were not 
rich.

Nor were the nominees, Including 
Bryan, Blaine and Hancock, possessed 
of great fortunes.

Samuel J. Tilden, however, was an 
exception to the general rule. lie 
was a millionaire and was much the 
wealthiest nominee of either party 
since before the civil war. In fact, he 
was the richest man who ever ran for 
president with any hope of getting the 
office.

Washington was a rich man for his 
day, but bis wealth was far less than 
that possessed by Tilden.—Girard in 
Philadelphia Ledger.

Stairs Waste Effort.
Elevators and other conveyances uti­

lized ordinarily for handling materials 
may be used also in conserving the 
strength and increasing the efficiency 
of the workpeople. It Is nothing less 
than stupid to make tired employees 
climb down several flights of stairs at 
the end of a long day's work when 
there are elevators available and even 
more stupid to make these people 
climb up the stairs in the morning, 
using unnecessarily a large amount of 
energy which might otherwise help to 
tide them over the • rltlcal fatigue point 
flitting the day.
