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Forest Noles Shells Denied By Erg'and

L tmber Industry Conditions Re­
vealed By Forest Service

That unstable and partly speculative 
forest ownership in the west and south 
is the cause of frequent over-cutting of 
the market and waste of forest resour­
ces is announced by the Forest Service 
in a report just off the government 
press. Too large stocks of timber ac­
quired trom the public domain and too 
much timber «peculation mixed with 
the manufacture of lumber, says the 
Service, uuderlie the present instabili­
ty of the industry.

All this, the Service points out, con­
cerns the lumber user. Many states 
are paying dearly for lumber because 
their own timber is largely used up and ! 
outside supplies can be obtained only 
at high costs of transportation. With 
little being done to grow new forests ' 
on cutover lands, i 
shortage of forest products is threaten­
ed in the future.

The Forest Service advocates various 
forms of open-price conseration among 
lumber manufacturers to make the in­
dustry more efficient and check waste­
ful over-production. But it is strongly 
against changes in the present compet­
itive character of the business through 
combinations to control output or reg­
ulate prices, even though advocated in 
the name of conservation.

The report contains the boiled-down 
conclusions of a study of timber own­
ership and the lumber business, under­
taken by the Forest Service to find out 
how this business as conducted today 
affects forest conservation and the in­
terests of the millions of users of wood 
in the United States, and to see wheth­
er the public policies in protecting the 
nation's forests go far enough. It is 
sought to help the industry solve the 
serious problems which confront it. 
Added weight is given to the report 
by the concur rence in its publi­
cation of the Federal Trade Commis­
sion, which cooperated with the Forest 
Service in the investigation. The com­
mission, however, reserves its speciffic 
conclusions or remehies for a report 
its own to be published later.

Morning Headache-

some observations by the French 
doctor, Itenon, which extended 
over fifteen years and in w hich 
he found In many cases exces­
sively high blood tension.

When the persistent headaches 
are so severe that they untit the 
sufferer for work It Is generally 
found that his heart is enlarged 
and Ids kidneys are affected. 
Such cases often s|>ecdily termi­
nate fatally, but intensive treat­
ment will alleviate the symp­
toms. The Medical Record says 
coal tar derivatives and tobacco 
must l>e shut off. The patient 
must have mental rest. He must 
go on a purely milk diet for at 
least a week, after which he may 
eat fruits and vegetables on cer 
tain days for two weeks more.
