i enforce the bone dry law against im­
portation of liquor. The bill passed 
the house with only three dissenting 
votes—Kubli, Meek and Schimpff.
Under the provisions of the bill any 
officer of the law has the right to 
search any vehicle or boat and to re­
quin- tile carrier to show ¿that the li­
quor, if any is found, was legally se­
cured.

No searching of travelers’ suit cases 
is provided for by the bill.
