Power, Cannot Be 
Indifferent.

The enlistments for the navy seem 
■low. It is because the masses of the 
pe iple are not impressei with its im­
portance. To them the war is some­
thing remote— a conflict between for­
eigners f or conquest and the extension 
of trade. They take little or no per­
sonal interest in the affair and feel no 
urgent cause for interfering.

The necessity for active participation 
mint be brought closer home to them. 
Were Mexico to make such a demon­
stration on our border as would require 
50,000 men to secure this country from 
invasion, 500,000 men would enlist in 
three days. When our republic num­
bered less than one-thired of its pres­
ent inhabitants there was no trouble 
found in raising four millions of men 
to defend it. Were the present dan­
ger to be made apparent, there would 
be no difficulty encountered in raising 
three times four millions to go to the 
front.

But there is a feeling that Europe 
should settle its own differences and 
not seek to involve the United States 
in the controversy. That is the chief 
reason why men do not rush to enliBt. 
They do notreal'ze that our’s is at last 
a world power, and cannot longer afford 
to be indifferent to what happens 
abroad.

Still much that concerns ths United 
States depends upon how the present 
war shall end; whether militarism shall 
triumph or whether the inherent rights 
of men shall have a new vindication in 
the peace that shall finally be consuma- 
ted; whether, after the war, the world 
shall be subject to imperial edicts or 
whether all nations shall stand upon an 
equal footing.

The so'ution of this momentous ques­
tion is being worked out now and if, in 
the solution, the United States must 
give up its treasures in uncounted sums 
and its best blood in rivers, the coun­
try will be equal to the sacrifice. For, 
looking back over its history, it is clear 
that the creation and advancement of 
this nation were duly ordered, and that 
its ultimate objective must be attained 
no matter what the cost in blood and 
treasure and suffering.—Goodwin’s 
Weekly.

Wheat will soon be $3.50 a bushel- 
or whatever price the speeulato-s may 
care to ask for it. The present price 
is beyond its worth or cost of produc­
tion, by any and every method of cal­
culation that its holders miv c ire to 
apply to these elements of value. A 
not unreasonable protest has been 
raised against the arbitrary price-kit­
ting methods of the wheat speculators.

It is within the province anil power 
of the government to regulate the price 
of foodstuffs. The government can do 
this now- today. Of course, it can ap­
point a commission, with chairmen, 
secretaries, and stenographers, to meet 
in all cities of the country, and call a 
flock of witnesses from al) the wheat 
fields, granaries, and elevators in the 
land, and at the end of a couple years 
to issue a voluminous report that no 
one will read and that no one can pos­
sibly understand.

But »hat is not what the suffering 
people want They want the govern­
ment to exercise now the power it has 
to prevent the continued robbery in the 
two years that it would take the com­
mission to make its report. The gov­
ernment is in possession now of more 
knowledge of wheat conditions than 
the very highest-salaried commission 
could glean in two years. And it is to­
day’s price of wheat that interests the 
people. The government can regulate 
the price of wheat by the simple pro­
cess of regulating it. If the govern­
ment docs not today control the rapaci­
ty of the wheat speculators, it may to 
morrow be culled on to curb the feroci­
ty of bread rioters Spectator.

Strawberry Preserves
Recipe No. 1.

Sirup—Ad 135 ounces of sugar to 
one-half pint of water, bling to a boil 
and skim.

Preserving—To this amount of sirup 
add exactly 2 pounds of washed, cap­
ped, and stemmed strawberries. Boil 
the fruit until it registers 222 degrees 
F. on a candy or chemical thermome­
ter. If no thermometer is 
boil until the sirup is very 
about as thick as molasses, 
scum from the preserves.

Packing—Fill the sterilized
of hot berries
hot sirup to fill the jar, 
tie air space as possible, 
ed rings and caps on at 
not fasten tightly.

Sterilizing packed fruit—Stand the 
sealed jars in tepid water up to their 
necks if possible. Bring this water to 
a boil. Let pint jars stay in the boil­
ing water for at least 15 minutes and 
quart, jars at least 25 minutes, then 
close caps tightly at once. Ac the con­
clusion of the operation, stand each jar 
for a moment on its cap to rn ilce sure 
that the seal is absolutely tight.

Recipe No. 2
The following method is preferred by

To 2 pounds of washed, capped, and 
stemmed strawberries add 26 ounces su­
gar, let stand overnight. In the morn­
ing pour the juice thus obtained into a 

I preserving kettle, add ben ies, and 
cook to 222 degrees F or until the sir­
up is very heavy. Pack and sterilize 
as in recipe No. 1.

Sterilize jars —While the berries and
l sirup are cooking, place the empty 
! clean jars and caps in tepid water and 
i bring to a boil, and allow to boil for at 
[ least 15 minutes. Remove the jars 
from the water only as they are to be 
tilled and the caps only when they are 
to be placed on the jars. Simply drain 
jars and caps: do not wipe them. One 
of the inexpensive jar lifters will be 
convenient in handling the hot jars.

Sterilizing rubber rings—Do not boil 
rubber rings for any length of time. 
Just before placing them on the jars 
dip the rings for a moment into a quart 
of boiling water into which I teaspoon­
ful of bicarbonate of soda has been ad­
ded.
