MAN SHOT NEAR
EAGLE POINT

Bassia Leases Site Lor

Joseph M. Stewart killed 
by Neighbor.

I
Joseph M Donald Stewart, a rancher 

aged l.O yours was '-hot mid killed about 
I 8;.lu Monday evening by a neighbor, 

W E. Butler, at the Butler lunch on 
the Browns' oro road about 21-j miles 
from Eagle Point.

The shooting was the result of a long 
continued feu 1 over tl e closing of a 
c unity road running by the Butler farm 
which Butler had repeatedly fenced up 
although ordered by the court to open 
it. •

There were no witnesses to the shoot-' 
ing except the participants and Stew­
art died a short time after officers 
reached the scene. Butler claims that , 
he shot in self-defense but the circura- ; 
stances surrounding the case do not fa­
vor the statement. Butler was armed 
with a 25-30 Winchester rifle and the 
empty shel's found indicate that he fir­
ed live shots. Stewart had a 32 revol­
ver and three empty shells were found 
near his body. Butler was unharmed 
in the encounter.

Stewart was shot through the right 
thigh and did not die for several hours 
evidently bleeding to death.

An inauest was held Wednesday 
morning the jury rendering the verdict 
that Stewart carne to his death on Oct. 
30, at 12:30 A. M. from a gunshot 
wound received at the hands of W. E. 
Butler. Following the inquest, Prose- 
cuting Attorney Roberts preferred a ' 
formal charged of murder against But- ■ 
ler and a preliminary hearing before j 
Justice Taylor at .Medford was arrang- ‘ 
ed for Friday.

At the hearing before Justice Taylor 
Friday afternoon only two witnesses 
were examined, both of whom testified 
that Butler had called them up Monday | 
night by telephone and stated that he 
had killed a man. Butler was held ov­
er to the grand jury and as bail is not 
allowed in such cases he was commit­
ted to the county jail at ‘this city.

Hoefs at Ea-
Farmers of Utah Get Six

Millions for Beet

Farmers of Utah will receive approx­
imately six millions of dollars from su­
gar beets this yea-, according to esti­
mates prepared in the offices of the 
Utah-Idaho Sugar company. The fig­
ures are indicative of the worth of the 
sugar industry to this state, showing 
cold figures just what the farmers reap 
by reason of having sugar manufactur 
ing centered here. The information is 
encouraging, in view of the attacks 
which have been made on the industry, 
with no apparent motive other than to 
retard this development in a progres­
sive state.

For months the yellow press of Utah 
has sought to tear down the sugar 
industry under one pretext or an­
other. Whatever the motive back of 
the attacks, it is apparent that it is 
aimed at the welfare of the state, lhe 
figures indicate that the scheme made 
little impression and this may be attri­
buted to the fact that poison fed to a 
body possessing all the vigor of health 
which comes from industrious pursuits 
meets counteracting elements.

The money which will be received by 
the farmers is but a part of the bene­
fits brought to Utah by the sugar in­
dustry. Fifteen factories in constant 
operation during the harvesting season 
means another gre it benefit to the peo­
ple of the state, as it goes without say­
ing that the payrolls of these factories 
amount to something. -Salt Lake Her­
ald-Republican.
