Chinese Trees Like Oqrs.
Suparuhd. by «ft.ooo mlh’s <if ocean 

and 4,000 miles of laud, th<* cast« rn 
part o£. N<»rth America and the forest 
areas of China present .some .striking 
resemblances in vegetation. Accord­
ing to the Journal of Heredity, three 
species of forest trees that grow wild 
in both China ami the United States, 
but nowhere else, are particularly 
noteworthy.

It has been decided by 
geologists that Cldna and America 
were at one time united by land. 
Hence the trees ju t mentioned prob­
ably grew continuously from China to 
the eastern United States, with dif­
ferences between different loealltios 
no greater than those now to bo found 
between various parts of the United 
States. When the land connection was 
xevered conditions wen* such that the 
trees became centered In tlie eastern 
part of this countrx and in parts of 
China where the climatic conditions 
wa re similar. The growth was hence­
forth discontinuous, broken by the 
Pacific ocean and lhe arid plains of 
the far West. Under sinh condition*, 
the Chinese and An.'Tlcan species, al­
though far apart, have remained vir­
tually Identical through hundreds of 
generations.
